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	The statements in the clause on the MBS security mechanisms require further clarification towards multicast and broadcast security. It’s proposed to clarify that:
1. For control-plane procedure, it relies on the UE join procedure for multicast. As a result, it’s only applicable for multicast session.
2. For user-plane procedure, it relies on the GBA or AKMA to estiblish the security tunnel between UE and MBSTF. Therefore, the user-plane procedure is applicable for both multicast sessions and broadcast sessions if AKMA or GBA procedure can be performed.

For security protection of MBS traffic, control-plane procedure and user-plane procedure are optionally supported in service layer. The control-plane procedure is only applicable for multicast sessions, while the user-plane procedure is applicable for both multicast sessions and broadcast sessions. The user plane  security between UE and RAN shall be deactivated  when 5GC shared MBS traffic delivery method for MBS data transmission is used to avoid redundant protection.
