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1	Overall description
ETSI would like to bring to the 3GPP TSGs’ attention the attached letter from the European Emergency Number Association (EENA) on “Lack of Voice over LTE (VoLTE) interoperability prevents people from calling emergency services”.
The letter from EENA highlights potential issues regarding the compatibility and interoperability between devices and networks for VoLTE services, which, in the absence of 2G/3G fallback, would prevent roaming consumers from making voice calls based on VoLTE, including voice calls to emergency services.
