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1. Introduction to ETSI ISG E4P:
In the context of a pandemic with a transmittable virus such as SARS-CoV-2, digital contact tracing systems can be used to alert people of a potential risk of infection due to having been in close contact with an infected person.
 
The ETSI ISG E4P (Europe for Privacy-Preserving Pandemic Protection) has been created to develop a framework and consistent set of specifications for contact tracing systems using proximity detection methods. Membership (see link) has grown to about 40 organizations since the ISG launched on 26th May 2020.
The framework and specifications will be designed to ensure data privacy and to facilitate the development of interoperable applications and platforms.
The working plan of E4P is to produce a comparison between existing systems and four related specifications in a short timeframe. The four specifications will describe the requirements for contact tracing systems (especially privacy preservation), the device-based proximity detection mechanisms, the back-end notification mechanisms and an interoperability framework across multiple systems. The first specifications will be available soon, before end of 2020, so as to be applicable to the existing needs.
