TD SP‑201022 SA WG1 Report to TSG SA#90e (Source: SA WG1 Chair)
The report was presented by the SA WG1 Chair.
Questions and comments:
The SA WG1 Chair reported that they were presenting the SA WG1 ToR to this meeting in TD SP‑201023, but there were issues raised by the TSG CT Chair and this was requested for postponement to the next meeting. The TSG CT Chair commented that SA WG1 were asked to return with an aligned ToR as has been done for other WGs. LGE agreed that this could be postponed and reviewed later in this meeting to give SA WG1 a better starting point. The SA WG1 Chair preferred to postpone now and allow SA WG1 to work on this again, but comments on this were welcome and will be reported to SA WG1. It was decided to postpone the ToR in TD SP‑201023. The SA WG1 Chair was thanked for this report, which was noted.
TD SP‑200944 SA WG2 Chair's status report to TSG SA#90E (Source: SA WG2 Chair)
The report was presented by the SA WG2 Chair.
Questions and comments:
Slide 15:	Rapporteurs were thanked for their effort in creating the clean-up CRs for the Rel‑16 versions of TS 23.501, TS 23.502 and TS 23.503.
Slide 59:	TSG SA to confirm that SA WG2 can continue Rel‑17 Study phase until March 2021 for items with open issues awaiting feedback from RAN WGs. Motorola Solutions asked whether the normative work would continue in parallel. this was confirmed. Motorola Solutions asked whether the normative work can be completed by June. If the open issues are resolved in good time, the study phase should be able to complete by March 2021 and the any normative work outstanding in June 2021 would require an agreed exception. Ericsson commented that the amount of parallel work that can be done will depend on the feedback received on the open issues.
Slide 46:	Ericsson asked for clarification . The IETF multipath QUIC extension progress will be needed and progress here monitored by interested companies. Lenovo clarified that the work is not expected to be completed in March, but the task is to have the IETF to start work on this by March 2021. Tencent added that if the IEFT does not do multipath QUIC then 3GPP will not continue with the two key issues.
Slide 59:	Bullets 1, 2 will be handled as normal, bullets 3 and 4 should be handled in another CC and bullet 5 was covered in CC#1. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that bullet 4 was to emphasise that the replies to the LSs to RAN WGs and SA WG3 were important for SA WG2 progress.

Questions and comments:
Slide 8:	Qualcomm commented that there was a proposal for a Rel-18 SI in SA WG6 at their previous meeting and asked for clarification whether SA WG6 intended to start Rel-18 work. The SA WG6 Chair clarified that there are already 2 Studies Targeted for Rel-18 as it was not considered feasible to complete in rel-17 time frame and time allocated to these is restricted in SA WG6 and priority of Work is for Rel-17. Motorola Solutions commented that there is already Rel-18 solidified requirements in SA WG1 and they do not see any issue with such studies.
The SA WG6 Chair was thanked for this report, which was noted.

TD SP‑201021 Study on enhanced Security Aspects of the 5G Service Based Architecture (Source: SA WG3)
Agreed in SA WG3 with an objections from Ericsson
Discussion and conclusion:
Revision rev1 was provided. There was no objection to this and rev1 was approved. (To be revised into a new document by MCC after the meeting).
SA2 Rel-17 WID revisions, AI 6.4
TD SP‑201096 New WID on System enhancement for Proximity based Services in 5GS (Sorce: CATT,OPPO)
Proposed revision of SP-200972.
Discussion and conclusion:
CATT commented that this was discussed off-line and a clear separation of tasks for two rapporteurs had been defined (CATT for 1, 4 and 5 and OPPO for the others) and requested allowing two rapporteurs for this work. Matrixx asked whether the work split can be included in the WID so that readers can determine who is responsible for each part of the objectives. Nokia suggested instead splitting as a Rapporteur for the WID and another for the TS Editorship. CATT replied that there was too much work for a single Rapporteur. The SA WG2 Chair commented that for the TS there can only be one Rapporteur and other WGs will need a single point of contact for the work, rather than trying to determine who to contact for a particular issue. The SA WG2 Chair asked TSG to issue clear guidance o this in order to avoid issues and unnecessary discussion in future.
OPPO commented that they were OK for splitting between WID and TS Rapporteurs. The SA WG6 Chair commented that discussions on this in SA WG6 have been avoided by quoting the TSG SA guidance that only one rapporteur should be named for WIDs. The SA WG5 Chair also thought this guidance had been issued and asked for clarification by TSG SA. Huawei commented that when there are clear reasons for sharing the workload, then this should not be prevented. The SA WG4 Chair commented that they also have a WID like this at the meeting and when supporting companies request more than one rapporteur to handle the work load and a clear task split is required in SA WG4 for such cases. Ericsson agreed that there may be cases where more than one Rapporteur is justified but in this case it does not appear to be necessary and asked for justification for it. The SA WG5 Chairman quoted from the TSG SA report where this was previously discussed and it was strongly discouraged to have multiple Rapporteurs for SIDs and WIDs. CATT commented that in this case it is important to keep the expertise of the SID rapporteurs for the Normative WID work. The TSG CT Chairman commented that the load of a particular Work Item is not an indicator of the need for more than 1 Rapporteur, who has the coordination role with other WGs as its main task.

Discussion and conclusion:
Qualcomm commented that references should be made to the objectives rather than the Key Issues of the Study TR. The completion dates errors should be corrected to 2021 and some editorial corrections were needed. Motorola Solutions agreed with Qualcomm and added that there was still no reason why this needs two Rapporteurs. The SA WG2 Chairman commented that there should be only one Rapporteur responsible for all objectives and a different rapporteur can be used for the TR if necessary. Huawei commented that there was a lot of work to do in the new timescales provided and asked not to disrupt the work by reducing the rapporteurs listed. Deutsche Telekom agreed with Motorola and the SA WG2 Chair that there should only be one Rapporteur without clear justification. The SA WG2 Chairman did not agree that the size of the WI is justification for multiple Rapporteurs as there have been many very large Work items handled by single Rapporteurs in the past.
