AT&T asked whether the issues in TS 28.541 are editorial or more serious. It was clarified that if this is not corrected the references will not work. This is under off-line discussion with SA WG5 representatives. The SA WG5 Chair commented that this was a mistake in checking and will be discussed and resolved in SA WG5, but added that the TSs had been validated in ETSI Forge as error-free. Any necessary CRs will be brought to TSG SA#91-e.

Exciting statistics!
-	More than 50% increase over the last 3 years.
-	The rise in the number of approved CRs over the last 3 years is a matter of concern.
-	The current CR management system (i.e., marked-up word documents and manual implementation of the CRs) is unsustainable for the future.
-	Steady increase of the number of specifications
-	Rising concern with the quality of some new draft specs and some CRs (see slide 16).
-	It is getting harder and harder to meet the deadline for the availability of the new versions of specs after each plenary: tight deadline (1 week for CT and SA, 2 weeks for RAN) given the increase of the number of CRs and number of specs.

-	Extensively tested and validated by MCC:
-	Both for elections and technical votes.
-	Extensive verification of voting rights
-	… and Accuracy of the vote results
Quality of new TSs and TRs:
-	With the increasing work load in the different groups, we also noticed an increasing degradation of the of quality new TSs and TRs, as well as that of CRs.
-	During the drafting phase of new TSs and TRs, the rapporteur is the prime responsible for the overall quality of the specification and the respect of the drafting rules.
-	Once the WG has agreed that a specification is deemed to be at least 60% complete, and thus ready to be brought to TSG for information (or if at least 80% complete, for approval), it is the responsibility of MCC to perform a further detailed quality check against the provisions of the 3GPP drafting rules (TR 21.801), and to produce the version (i.e. 1.0.0 or 2.0.0) submitted to the plenary.
-	The problem is ...
-	... that the WG-agreed version of a new specification is frequently only available a couple of days before the start of the TSG to which it is being brought for information or approval.
-	Furthermore, it is not infrequent that at some TSGs, there are more than a 100 new specs on which to perform quality checks and to raise to version 1.0.0 or 2.0.0.
-	The consequence of this volume of documents and the late availability of the WG-agreed drafts is that MCC has to cut corners and simply cannot perform as thorough a quality check as is needed on these specs. (Keep in mind that, during the short period between end of WG meetings and TDoc availability deadline for the following TSG meeting, MCC is also occupied with preparing the CR packs and other TDocs for plenary.)
-	This means that a clean-up between approval of the draft v2.y.z and availability of the approved version x.0.0 will very often be needed, potentially missing the target date by which of all new spec versions should be available, i.e. one week (CT and SA) or two weeks (RAN) after the end of the TSG round.
-	A Reminder to all the rapporteur
-	that we have an EditHelp service in ETSI that can help you check and ensure compliance with the drafting rules throughout the development of the specification.
->	Send the updated draft version of the specification (ideally every quarter) to editHelp@etsi.org (Cc the secretary of your WG)
-	Reminder to all chairpersons to ensure that WG-agreed versions of the specifications (i.e. to be submitted to the plenary) are submitted as soon as possible (Ideally before the closure of the WG meeting).
Quality of CRs:
-	Similarly with the CRs, we notice that more and more CRs :
-	are not based on the latest version of the specification.
-	are not respecting the drafting rules.
-	are not using the 3gpp styles
-	contain corrupted styles.
-	It is the CR author's responsibility to make sure that the CR is in good shape and is compliant with the 3GPP rules.
-	Reminder to all delegates to make sure that CRs are based on the latest version of the specification, are respecting the drafting rules and are generally in a good shape. MCC can object to the agreement of a CR if it fails one of these requirements.
Use of inclusive terminology:
-	Initiative led by 3GPP leadership for use of inclusive language in 3GPP deliverables in lieu of terms that could be deemed offensive. For more details, you can refer to the document from the chairpersons: SP-201042
-	MCC CR to the drafting rules spec (21.801) is in SP-201002:
-	Summary of changes: Addition of clause and annex to introduce this requirement and provide examples of alternative terms

Questions and comments:
Slide 10:	Vodafone asked how the increase of attendees are due to more delegates and to extended meeting length (as the delegate days are counted). The MCC Director replied that it is a combination of the increase in days for some meetings and the fact that all registered delegates are checked in automatically, irrespective of their actual attendance. The TSG RAN Chair commented that by experience, it appears that the active delegates has not substantially increased.
The MCC Director was thanked for this report, which was noted.
MCC Report
TD SP‑201110 (DISCUSSION) EMeeting Operating procedure proposals (Source: vivo Mobile Com)
Abstract: This paper documents: 
a. how 'operating procedure' or 'rules of engagement' are provided and some of the procedures contained within them used across 3GPP working groups for updating tdocs. 
b. Some recommendations that could be put into effect to start a harmonization process, each recommendation having a different degrees of disruption on the WGs current way of working. 
Recommendations that SA could suggest that other SA WG chairs adopt:
1.	Clearly identify to a delegate where the 'operating procedure' or 'rules of engagement' are via the agenda;
2.	Have a 'revisions folder' for a tdoc revision (e.g. 'S8-28aaaa_r987') and not use 'drafts' or 'inbox' for such documents; and
3.	Have one revision process across groups.

Discussion and conclusion:
The TSG SA Chair commented that Recommendation 1 (rules of engagement) was considered very useful and should be adopted by all SA WGs. For Recommendations 2 and 3 (handling of revisions) there are many differences on how different groups and MCC work for this, so this would be difficult to align and will raise a lot of discussion. This may be subject to an off-line e-mail discussion. BT agreed that there are many working methods in WGs which are not documented and considered a unified working style was very useful for companies with less delegate available and proposed that this was at least investigated by 3GPP. The MCC Director agreed with the spirit of harmonising the working methods of 3GPP groups and noticed that the introduction of e-meetings has increased divergence due to new methods that were needed to handle them. MCC can drive an effort to try to harmonise the working methods across 3GPP groups. The MCC Director added that the revisions documents created during discussions cannot be considered as official documents and can only be draft. The SA WG4 Chair commented that in TSG SA revisions can only be produced by original source companies whereas this is not necessarily the case in other groups. Samsung commented that it is also difficult for the moderator to keep track of available revisions and suggested that this could be accessed via a web page. Motorola Solutions commented that allowing different authors to propose 'draft' revisions works very well in some WGs and should not be prevented. Intel agreed with Motorola Solutions and that removing this and expecting the original authors to do all updates will mean large delays between updates. The TSG SA Chair preferred to restrict as often authors are not attending the meeting. Vivo commented that if Recommendation 1 is accepted and MCC could produce some recommendations for further discussion then this would be acceptable. This was then noted.
