Opening of Meeting
The TSG SA Chair opened this CC at 13.00 UTC.
This call was intended to deal with election of TSG SA Chair and Vice Chair issues only in preparation for any voting ballots.
Candidatures for Chair and Vice Chair positions
The TSG SA Chair asked if there were any further candidates for the TSG SA Chair or Vice Chair positions. No further candidates were presented. The candidature lists were then closed.
In order to provide the necessary regional balance in the leadership, as provided in the 3GPP WP
It was clarified that there is no hierarchy or task assignment to the 3 Vice Chair positions. Candidates can still run for each VC position, if they are unsuccessful in an election for one of the positions.
Intel commented that the VC positions are elected for 2 year terms and up to 2 consecutive terms in the post and asked how regional balance will be maintained on the second term elections. It was clarified that the ratification of election results is done by the PCG and they will take regional balance into account.
Motorola Solutions asked whether the regional balance is across a TSG or across the whole project. The TSG SA Chair replied that the Working Procedures state across TSGs, but does not go into details about individual positions (Chair / Vice Chair).
