Justification

SA1 has studied use cases and potential requirements in Rel-18 (FS_PALS) for 5G networks providing access to localized services. These include use cases where a hosting network operator (PLMN or NPN) may provide access to services in local areas like a stadium, arena, airport, university campus, convention centre etc. Some of the scenarios covered in the study include:
· UE accessing services through the hosting network which could be on demand, temporary and/or cover specific location(s);
· the operator of the hosting network can be a PLMN or NPN operator,  and other service operator offering localized services via hosting network to users, can be a PLMN or NPN network operator or 3rd party service provider;
· hosting networks operating in licensed or unlicensed spectrum;
· the hosting network can also provide specific network services such as location-based service;
· the hosting network can also provide broadcast and multicast local services.
During this study phase, the potential service requirements were identified which can be categorized into the following topics:

· configuration of localized services in the hosting network based on temporary agreements
· automatic and manual discovery and network selection of hosting network 
· accessing and continuing hosting network localized services and home operator services
· UE configuration, provisioning and authorization for accessing localized services via the hosting network 
· access to localized services over unlicensed spectrum
· charging support for localized services
· support for regulatory services on the hosting network
These potential service requirements should be considered for inclusion in TS 22.261 and used as the foundation for future normative work. 
4
Objective

The objective of this work item will be to specify service requirements to enable local 5G hosting networks (i.e. a PLMN or a NPN) to provide access to localized services which may be offered by network operators (PLMN or NPN) or 3rd party service providers based on temporary agreements for localized services. Using the potential requirements of TR 22.844 as a foundation, the work item will identify and specify service requirements for: 

· enabling users to discover and select available hosting networks and localized services accessed via the hosting network even in cases where the users  have no prior relationship with the hosting network.
· enabling a certain level of service continuity if necessary when moving between operator’s networks.
· network functionalities to negotiate and configure access and requirements for localized services over the hosting network, including
· policy management, QoS, routing policies, slicing, charging, onboarding, spatial and temporal limitations, and interaction between the hosting network and service providers, e.g. via API or other standard mechanisms.
· enabling users to concurrently use localized services offered through a hosting network and the services offered by the home network of the user;

· supporting regulatory and security aspects.
