Discussion and conclusion:
General:	Siemens commented that many WIs are scheduled to finish in September, but there is only 1 Exception request. The SA WG5 Chair clarified that SA WG5 have always followed the Stage 3 work as they usually need to wait for Stage 2 groups to complete before completing the SA WG5 work. Discussion and conclusion:
General:	Deutsche Telekom commented that there are more than 30 Editor's Notes in the EDGEAPP TS and did not consider this to be 100% complete, if functional changes are intended to be made to resolve them. The SA WG6 Chair replied that there are around 20 reminders to include references to SA WG2/SA WG3 and the notes for resolution are not expected to introduce new functionality. The SA WG6 dd not wish to modify the agreed percentage complete now. Huawei commented that this was not considered a serious problem if they are reference reminders but many of the editor's notes require substantial work, so this is not considered 100% complete and this should be acknowledged in the work plan status. Qualcomm commented that SA WG6 had discussed and considered the work was complete except for some FASMO changes needed. The TSG SA Chair commented that it is usual practice to leave below 100% when there are still issues to discuss and it is better to reflect this in the status. Qualcomm added that SA WG6 did not and to open the door for additional Stage 2 inputs from other groups. Vodafone also considered it important to reflect that there is still ongoing discussion with other groups and this should not be hidden behind a 100% complete indication. The TSG SA Chair did not consider an Exception sheet was needed if the completion is e.g. 98% complete. Siemens agreed that if there are technical issues open then this should not be set to 100% complete. Deutsche Telekom added that if this is shown as 100% complete, there is a potential of transposing the TS to Regional Standards, which should be avoided at this point. Motorola Solutions commented that there are many examples of Cat F CRs being introduced into TSs which have been set to 100% for some time and did not want to give the impression that Cat B and C CRs can still be proposed for the TS.
The TSG SA Chair congratulated the re-elected Vice Chairmen. The SA WG6 Chair was thanked for this report, which was noted.

Lenovo proposes to withdraw S2-2103469 which is under the CR package in SP-210306.

Discussion and conclusion:
Motorola Solutions commented that it would have been preferable to use Chairperson to specify a person in the position which is gender neutral. The MCC Specifications Manager clarified that the use of 'Chair' was a PCG decision. This CR was approved.

Discussion and conclusion:

Discussion and conclusion:
This CR was approved.
WID Template sec 2.2 / 2.3
SP-210493 (OTHER) WID template: update guidance of sections 2.2 & 2.3 (Source: MCC)
e-mail comments:
Nokia requests for clarification on proposed changes in section 2.2 for WID template.
MCC clarifies that: section 2.2 of the WID template can list all ascendants; and some lines are proposed for deletion as to clean-up the form. MCC has no strong view on both points mentioned by Nokia: although acknowledging that a consistent approach shall be followed by all groups, whatever the approach is chosen does not impact the goal of the proposal - which is to enhance the tracking of a newly proposed WID to its parent WID.
Nokia suggests further changes to section 2.2.

Discussion and conclusion:
Nokia commented that there is still some need to align the terminology, which is under discussion in a draft revision, in particular to indicate both Study and Work Items. The Work Plan Manager suggested to use Study Item and Normative Work Item where appropriate. Siemens clarified that 2.2 and 2.3 need alignment. This was left for further discussion.
WID Template sec 8
SP-210494 (OTHER) WID template: update guidance of section 8 (Source: SA WG1 Chair, MCC)
Discussion and conclusion:
Samsung supported this change and indicated the LS in SP-210494 which relates to this. The SA WG1 Chair clarified that this will allow to quote aspects of a work item, without mentioning individual WGs. Qualcomm suggested adding Multimedia in the example. This was updated in SP-210494_rev1, which was (pre-) approved.
F-BB-WT
SP-210495 (OTHER) Guide on best use of the F-BB-WT structure (Source: MCC)
e-mail comments:
Siemens thanks MCC for this very important contribution. Also, Siemens points out that the pertaining clauses in TR 21.900, namely 6.0 and 6.6, seem to be out of date and need to be updated. Otherwise, delegates who are new to 3GPP or who do not frequently deal with the minutia of 3GPP data base meta-data are not informed about how 3GPP actually works today (for instance what group drafts requirements and what group defines building blocks). A timely update of this clauses would be very much appreciated.
MCC agree and support Siemens' view that TR 21.900 needs updating concerning this topic, at least for clauses 6.0 and 6.6. MCC will propose CR(s) at the forthcoming TSG meetings.

Discussion and conclusion:
Samsung commented that this helps for a coherent project which is driven through WGs, but may not be effective when projects are done in WGs in a piecemeal fashion. This is better than breaking up a stage 3 feature into multiple areas and hoped this would be endorsed as a practice. Nokia also suggested endorsing this proposal. Motorola Solutions commented that this is a good way forward, but may need to be reviewed for work broken over several Releases. The TSG SA Chair asked whether this can be endorsed. Qualcomm asked what would be the next step if this is endorsed. It was clarified that this is not intended for the Working procedures, etc. but just as a recognised practice for structuring the work in 3GPP. Samsung suggested that this would lead to larger Features than at present and may lead to less WIDs and Rapporteurs involved, so should not be a binding agreement. In general this proposal was supported, but there may be a number of exceptions where this would not be ideal to use. This was hen noted.

Filtering CRs
SP-210521 (DISCUSSION) Possibility to filter 3GPP CRs (Source: Samsung, Siemens)
Discussion and conclusion:
This proposes to capture the information from CR Cover sheets into the CR Database, which would allow analysis of the consequences of approved CRs. Qualcomm supported this proposal. Intel agreed that it is a good idea, but there may be a burden on MCC to implement this. Telefonica supported this. The MCC Specifications Manager asked whether it was intended to store this in the legacy (Access) CR database or 3GU. Samsung commented that this was proposed for future CRs, not necessarily for the past CRs, the implementation for this should be considered by MCC. Ericsson asked that this should be extracted for the finally agreed CRs rather then the CRs at allocation time. Vodafone agreed that this should only be done for the final versions of CRs (i.e. those approved at TSG level). The MCC Director commented that the IT resource needed for this would need to be assessed before committing to it. This proposal was then Endorsed.
Inclusive Language
SP-210553 (DISCUSSION) Addition to non-inclusive terminology (Source: SA WG6 Chair)
It is proposed that SA:
-	Endorse the replacement of existing term "Unmanned" to "Uncrewed", based on this discussion paper;
-	Approve the corresponding CR to 3GPP TR 2.1801 in SP-210554, and;
-	Liaise with 3GPP TSG/WGs on the addition of this new term to the list of non-inclusive terminology or task the WGs to carry out the necessary replacement activity by recording the action in the meeting report.

Discussion and conclusion:
The SA WG2 Chair commented that if any changes are made then this will need to be changed back to old TRs, whereas when this was agreed it was decided not to change these, also other terminology should then then be considered, such as 'Man in the middle' terms. Ericsson commented that when this was first proposed by Qualcomm and supporting companies it was understood they would also propose the updates in other WGs. The TSG SA Chair did not think it was a good idea to change the terminology annex at this point, as there will be a large number of terms which could be proposed where there are different views on the terminology. The SA WG6 Chair clarified that the idea was to do this for Rel-17 only and could live with not updating already closed TRs, also that there is a difference between 'offensive' and 'non-inclusive' terminology. Motorola Solutions commented that changing terminology for this reason can lead to the specifications becoming unreadable and types of inclusivity terminology should be closely analysed before implementing them. the SA WG2 Chair suggested asking WGs to review the 'Unmanned' to 'Uncrewed' change only in their Rel-17 TSs. TSG SA asked rapporteurs in al WGs to review and change terminology from 'Unmanned' to 'Uncrewed' in their draft TSs and TRs and Rel-17 onwards TSs which under change control. Existing (approved) TR, TS and WI titles should not be changed. This was then noted.

Discussion and conclusion:
Qualcomm commented that they were unsure that this would help and had concerns about changing this. Deutsche Telekom commented that DraftCR and pCR are not known to 3GU. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that the conditional agreed/approved status can still be used as they are now, but this expands their use. Nokia asked why a new status is needed as agreed is used for CRs which have a Working Agreement set for them. There were some concerns raised on using the same status for different types of conditions. The TSG SA Chair commented that approval is always done at the TSG, so only agreements are made in the WGs for CRs, etc. We should not hide problems by putting a different status on them. The TSG SA Chair added that CRs which have objections should not be sent as WG agreed documents to TSG. Ericsson commented that they prefer some clarification on the status would be useful in order to allow WGs to use the status as needed for their particular working methods. The status would not be mandated for use for all WGs. The SA WG2 Chair added that if MCC do not have a problem marking CRs subject to WA as agreed, then this can be removed from the examples, but other document types (DraftCR, pCR) also need some form of status to use in the WG level. Motorola Solutions commented that if there is an objection in WG then this is normally not agreed, but companies can bring the proposals to the TSG directly. This was left for further discussion.
