The SA WG6 Chair commented that raising issues on this will only server to discourage the use of editor's notes to track the outstanding issues and did not think this should be rejected due to this and did not consider an exception was required as there are no functional changes needed. Apple asked whether an exception sheet was considered necessary given the completion date for the work. The TSG SA Chair commented that exception sheets for some work which needs the stage 2 to stabilise before the work can be done have not traditionally required exception sheets.
