The guidance to SA WG2 on provision of an initial set of Rel‑18 Study and Work Items for September 2021 was further discussed. Ericsson commented that this puts additional requirement on SA WG2 work as there are already a number of new items to be worked on by SA WG2 from this plenary. Orange asked to keep this requirement as if it is not done in Q3/2021, then Q4/2021 will be an even higher work load for SA WG2. China Mobile suggested using 'may'. It was proposed to use 'encouraged'. Nokia commented that the Rel‑18 time line needs to be defined in September 2021. Ericsson agreed that the Rel‑18 time line needs to be defined in September and did not understand what TSG SA will do with any SIDs and WIDs proposed by SA WG2 in September. The TSG SA Chair replied that nothing will be approved where there is no consensus and probably not proposed where there is still prioritization to be done. The august meeting agenda has been left for the SA WG2 leadership to manage. CATT commented that 'initial' should be removed from 'initial subset'. The SA WG2 Chair commented that any guidance needs to be actionable in SA WG2. The initial agenda planning for the August 2021 meeting was to add Rel‑18 WIs for discussion and if there is consensus to agree on any then this can be done at the meeting.
