Discussion and conclusion:
The ranked list was reviewed along with each SID under AI#4.

4	Discussion of Individual SA2 Rel‑18 Study/Work Items
Verizon commented that 'off-line discussions' should be done (or resulting proposals) published over the e-mail list. The TSG SA Chair clarified that 'off-line' means outside of the Workshop Conference Calls and should e reflected over the TSG SA e-mail list.
The SA WG2 Chair asked for Rapporteurs not to renumber WTs when removing some to indicate that this has been removed and avoid confusion over which WT is referred to.

SP-211178 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on architecture enhancement for XR and media services (Source: China Mobile, Huawei, Hisilicon, Tencent, Xiaomi)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211166. New SID on Study on architecture enhancement for XR and media services
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211166 was available: China Mobile commented that the removal of WTs was under discussion and should be determined for Day 2 of the Workshop. Off-line resolution of this was encouraged.

SP-211161 (SID NEW) New SID on Enhancement of support for Edge Computing in 5G Core network - phase 2. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
Huawei reported that WT2 can be removed. There was discussion over whether other WTs can be removed for this SID. Deutsche Telekom commented that there was no discussion of this over the list and asked to leave WT2 in the SID for the moment. Ericsson suggested discussing removal of WT3 as exposure is also handled in other SIDs. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211192 (SID NEW) New SID on 5G System Support for AI/ML-based Services (Source: OPPO, Samsung)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211147. Down-scoping proposal prepared by the 5GAIML rapporteurs. In summary: - We proposed a reduction of 3 TUs spread over both study and normative phase, i.e. 18.75% reduction over the 16 TUs approved by SA WG2. - We proposed to keep the three SA WG2-approved
Discussion and conclusion:
OPPO reported that the reduction was made by focussing on non-roaming only and the budget reduced by 3 TUs. Qualcomm commented that this did not really reduce the scope of the work as the same study would be needed. Nokia commented that the roaming aspects were never considered part of the SID and TU budget should not be reduced without a change on the Scope. MediaTek commented that either the Scope of WTs should be reduced or the WTs removed to reduce budget. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.
Samsung commented that reduction in the WT budgets need to be reflected in textual changes to the objectives in the SIDs. 

SP-211194 (SID NEW) The revision of FS_eNA_Ph3 SID (Source: China Mobile Com. Corporation) 
Abstract: Revision of SP-211167
Discussion and conclusion:
The updated proposal reduced the TU budget by 20%. Further reductions were under discussion. Ericsson commented that good reduction had been achieved and believed that further reductions could be achieved. Vodafone commented that they would object to removing all the roaming tasks. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211196 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on enhanced support of Non-Public Networks phase 2. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211162. SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
Ericsson commented that so far only supporting companies have been updated and reduction proposals are under discussion. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211170 (SID NEW) Study on Enhancement of Network Slicing Phase 3. (Source: ZTE, LG Electronics, Samsung, Alibaba, Apple, AT&T, CATT, China Telecom, China Unicom, Convida Wireless LLC, Ericsson, Intel, InterDigital, KDDI, Lenovo, Matrixx, MITRE, Motorola Mobility, NEC , Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell , NTT Docomo, OPPO, Oracle, Orang)
Abstract: SA WG2 Endorsed Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
ZTE provided SP-211172r03 in the Drafts folder. Rapporteur were asked to use the INBOX/Revisions folder for such updates. Qualcomm commented that the reduction in budget was not clear in the SID and WTs 5, 6, 7 and 8 can be removed. Intel agreed that the reason for reductions was not clear in the Objectives of the SID, Huawei commented that some of the reduction was a reflection of work which has already been done before. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211177 (SID NEW) New SID: Architectural enhancements for 5G multicast-broadcast services Phase 2. (Source: Huawei, HiSilicon)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211168. SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211168 was available as the rapporteur is awaiting feedback on removal of WT4. WT4 should be removed and the updated SID uploaded. Qualcomm suggested WT2 could also be removed. Ericsson agreed that WT2 could be removed. It was suggested also to remove WT5. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211158 (SID NEW) New SID on Enhancement to the 5GC LoCation Services Phase 3. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
Huawei reported that there was general agreement to remove WT 3.3. Intel suggested that WT1 has two objectives and should be divided in two. Splitting a WT may be useful to split if there are parts which are wanted and parts which are contentious. Ericsson commented that SIDs with RAN dependencies should not be approved until the RAN Work plan is known. Nokia suggested removing Study work for WTs 3.1, 5 and 7 as this an be done in the normative work and had issues with WT6. AT&T commented that this is in Phase 3 and companies should look at which items do not need to be studied again to reduce the Scope. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211195 (SID NEW) Study on 5GC enhancement for satellite access Phase 2 (Source: THALES, XIAOMI, NOVAMINT)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211149 / S2-2108164
Discussion and conclusion:
Thales commented that this clarifies and down-scopes WT2.1. Qualcomm commented that this is a RAN issue and a component is needed in the RAN for WT2 and the update of the Objectives increases the TU budget rather than reducing it. Novamint commented that RAN argue that this cannot be done without SA WG2 input and SA state that RAN needs to lead this. The TSG SA Chair replied that TSG SA should decide on our own Work Plan and then check for alignment between TSGs later. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211163 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on Support of Satellite Backhauling in 5GS. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
It was proposed to remove WT3. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211153 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on 5G Timing Resiliency and TSC enhancements. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur suggested removing WT2. Many companies suggested removing WTs 2 and 3. KDDI did not agree to removing WTs 2 and 3.1. NTTDOCOMO asked to keep WT 3.1. Huawei asked to keep WT3. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged. The need for 2 TUs each for both Study and Normative work for WT3 should be reviewed. CATT asked to review the need for WT 1,1. The Rapporteur commented that there is RAN dependency to take into account, which comes from the alignment buffer. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211176 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on system architecture for next generation real time communication services. (Source: China Mobile, China Unicom, Huawei, Hisilicon, ZTE, CATT, Vivo, Deutsche Telekom, T-Mobile USA, Ericsson, AT&T)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211154. On top of S2-2108904, the SID is revised to update WT and the time slot estimation, along with adding more supporters.
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211154 was available as the rapporteur has not reached agreement to remove any items. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211175 (SID NEW) New SID on Personal IoT Network architecture. (Source: vivo)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211165. SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211185 was available. Discussion on removing WT2 had not raised any issues. Huawei commented that there was a comment that this work cannot be left to SA WG3 as suggested. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211198 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on Proximity based Services in 5GS - Phase 2 (Source: CATT, OPPO) 
Abstract: Revision of SP-211172
Discussion and conclusion:
This update removes WTs 3, 5 and 6, reducing from 25 to 19 TUs. AT&T commented that WTs 5 and 6 are important to public Safety and should be kept. The TSG SA Chair commented that if RAN do not include the WT5 and 6 dependencies the they should be removed, so this should be kept until the RAN decision is known. Ericsson suggested also considering removal of WT9 and changing WT11 as an alignment with RAN. Vodafone commented that ProSe has been ongoing for a decade and has a lot of functionality and little use is made of it. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211191 (SID NEW) New SID on Access Traffic Steering, Switching and Splitting support in the 5G system architecture; Phase 3. (Source: Lenovo, Motorola Mobility, ZTE, Broadcom, Apple, Alibaba, Tencent, China Mobile, Convida Wireless, Deutsche Telekom, Nokia, Nokia Shanghai Bell, Samsung, Interdigital, MATRIXX Software, Cisco Systems, Charter Communications, CableLabs, Comcast, CATT, Intel)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211171. SA WG2 Endorsed Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
Motorola reported that WTs 1 and 4 are proposed to be removed. There is some discussion on whether WT3 can also be removed. Huawei agreed that WT3 can be removed but would like to try to further reduce the budget of this SID. The Rapporteur was asked to try to further reduce the scope of this SID. Samsung would also like to further discuss the removal of WT4. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211157 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on Architecture Enhancements for Vehicle Mounted Relays. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur commented that WTs 4 and 5 can be delegated to other WGs. WTs 3 and 6 should be considered for reduction or removal. Huawei agreed that WTs 3 and 6 can be removed but was unsure that RAN can handle all of WT5. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211197 (SID NEW) Study on UPF enhancement for Exposure And SBA (Source: China Mobile)
Abstract: Study on UPF enhancement for Exposure And SBA.
Revision of SP-211146
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211146 was available. The Rapporteur reported that no comments on down-scoping had been received so far. Intel commented that there is potential overlap with WT2 and EDGE WTs 3.1 and 3.2. Nokia commented that this should also be considered for the eNA SID. It was understood that if WTs are merged into other SIDs this may impact their TU budgets. China Mobile commented that adding eNA work to this SID should not add the TU budget as it is mainly covered by the same Study work. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211164 (SID NEW) New SID on generic group management, exposure and communication enhancements. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur reported that there were proposals to remove WTs 2.3 and 7. Discussions were ongoing for WTs 2,4, 6 and 8. Ericsson also suggested reviewing WTs 2.1, 2.2 and 3. Nokia suggested reviewing WT5. Huawei commented that there were clear SA WG1 requirements for WTs 2.1 and 2.2. Huawei suggested trying to reduce the scope of WT8 to reduce the TU budget. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211180 (SID NEW) New SID on Study on Architecture Enhancement to support Ranging based services and sidelink positioning. (Source: Xiaomi) 
Abstract: Revision of SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID with the reduced TU
Discussion and conclusion:
This removes WT2, moves WT 1.2 into WT1, removing the Study part. and reduces scope of WTs 1.4 and 3. Huawei suggested removing WT3 which can be triggered as alignment on demand. Ericsson agreed and suggested reviewing WT1.4. MediaTek agreed with the suggestions. Ericsson suggested removing the addition of WT1.2 from WT1. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211193 (SID NEW) Study on enhancement of 5G UE Policy (Source: Intel)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211160
Discussion and conclusion:
This removes WT3. Orange suggested considering removing WTs 2 and 5. Ericsson preferred keeping WTs 2 and 5 but consider removing WT4, Motorola suggested removing WTs 1 and 6. Vodafone suggested to remove only WT3. Deutsche Telekom preferred to keep WTs 2 and 5 and remove WT 6. Other companies provided their preferences. Intel suggested WT 2.1 could be removed. Vodafone preferred to keep WTs 2.1 and 2.2 for the moment. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211145 (SID NEW) New SID on Study of Further Architecture Enhancement for UAV and UAM. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
There was discussion over whether the TUs can be reduced for this SID. Off-line resolution of this was encouraged.

SP-211174 (SID NEW) New SID on enhancement of 5G AM Policy. (Source: China Telecom Corporation Ltd.)
Abstract: Revision of SP-211159. New SID on enhancement of 5G AM Policy.
Discussion and conclusion:
This reduces the budget for Objectives 1 and 3. Ericsson did not think the 'overestimation' at SA WG2 to be a good reason for reduction. Qualcomm agreed with Ericsson that there needs to be a reduction in the objectives to reduce TU estimates. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211155 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on enhanced support of NR RedCap with long eDRX for RRC INACTIVE State. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
No update was made as this is a simple SID with a single WT. Vodafone commented that this is mainly RAN alignment carried over from Rel‑17 and should be done in Rel18. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211169 (SID NEW) New SID: new Study on the support for 5WWC, Phase 2. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur proposed removing WTs 1 and 4. WTs 2 and 3 should be further discussed. Vodafone commented that only WT1 is important to them and if it can be done as TEI this would be acceptable. WT1 should be removed and it is assumed that a TEI item will be proposed at SA WG2 to cover this work in Rel‑18. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that this does not guarantee that the proposal will be approved. CableLabs asked to keep WT2 as it is. Huawei suggested removing WTs 2 and 4. WT2 should be removed and other WTs further considered. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211148 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on System Enabler for Service Function Chaining. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
SP-211148r01 was provided in the Revisions folder. This proposes reduction of the TU budget for each WT by down-scoping. Ericsson commented that reducing the scope was good but some reductions appeared too severe. Vodafone suggested only keeping WTs 2 and 3. China Mobile suggested removing WT5. Ericsson agreed with Vodafone. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211152 (SID NEW) New SID: Extensions to the TSC Framework to support DetNet. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
No update was made as this is a simple SID with a single WT. China Mobile commented that this has WTs 1.1 and 1.2 and TU estimates should be provided for each of these. Nokia asked why WT 1,1 cannot be down-scoped, as it appears to be an open-ended study at present and may be a candidate for TEI Work. Motorola Solutions commented that if this is already reduced to the minimum then no further reduction should be made. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.

SP-211156 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on Seamless UE context recovery. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur reported that this will be withdrawn and proposed to SA WG2 as TEI work.

SP-211150 (SID NEW) New SID: Study on MPS when access to EPC/5GC is WLAN. (Source: SA WG2)
Abstract: SA WG2 Approved Rel‑18 SID
Discussion and conclusion:
The Rapporteur offered a proposal to remove the Study Phases of each WT. The SA WG2 Chair commented that this would leave a WID, as there is no Study Phase needed and asked whether this was intended to be proposed as TEI work. Motorola Solutions commented that removing the Study Phase is not an efficient way of planning the Rel‑18 work and would set a bad precedent. The SA WG2 Chair commented that TEI proposals usually come with Draft CRs showing the changes needed to implement the solutions and did not want to have a WID which is also used to do the Study part. Off-line discussion of this was encouraged.
