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Liaison Statement on the requirements for Multicall

The TSG-N2 have discussed the 3GPP specification 22.135, Version 1.0.0, Service Aspects of Multicall in the Edinburgh meeting. And, some questions ware raised to clarify the service requirements for Multicall as follows.

1. Limiting the number of multicall
In the specification for Multicall, the number of active calls or sessions supported simultaneously should be selected by network operator, by the capabilities of the used terminal, the available radio resources, by user subscription and/or user setting. The TSG-N2 ask the TSG-S1 to clarify the requirement for the limitation moreover.
2. Upper limit of the maximum number
The upper limit of the maximum number of active calls or sessions simultaneously will be important issue for the design of the subscriber data and the parameters in the protocols. The TSG-N2 request the TSG-S1 to set the upper limit of the maximum number.

3. Busy definition

The TSG-N2 ask The TSG-S1 to clarify the busy definition in the 3GPP specification 22.135. Do the TSG-S1 want to modify the definition on GSM 02.01 quoted below in the case of introduction of multicall?

Network Determined User Busy (NDUB) condition

This condition occurs, when a call is about to be offered, if the information (i.e. traffic) channel (Bm or Lm) is busy and the maximum number of total calls has been reached (see NOTE).

This condition also occurs, when a call is about to be offered and an already on-going call attempt (incoming or outgoing) is in the establishing phase, i.e. not yet active.

When NDUB condition occurs, the PLMN will clear the call and indicate "busy" back towards the calling subscriber (see also section 4).

NOTE:
The value of the maximum number of calls is 1 for the basic call. When the supplementary service "Call Waiting" is applicable the value is n+1 where n is the maximum number of calls that can be waiting.
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
