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1. Introduction

· Interworking with Internet is the requirement for Packet Communication. In the  TS22.105 clause 8.3, only IPv6 is described as an IP address. The clarification is necessary regarding usage of IP address because there are some addresses included for special purpose.
2. Discussion
（1） Our understanding is as follows. 

（2） IPv4

There are two IP address version; IPv4 which is formed by 4 byte and IPv6 which is formed by 16 byte. Currently, IPv4 is used and IPv6 will also be used in the future. 

· Only IPv6 is described in TS22105 clause 8.3, however IPv4 is implied.

（２）Broadcast　Address

· The address that all the values are 0 is used for Broadcast Address and the broadcast packets are sent to all the clients in the subnetwork.

· It is not clear how to treat Broadcast Address and we understand that this is operator dependent.

（３）Multicast　Address

· Regarding IP Multicast, it is postponed in GPRS and it also needs further study in 3GPP.

3. Conclusion
· The use of IP address for packet communication in 3GPP should be clarified.

· IPv4 should be in the scope of Phase1 Release99

· The usage of Broadcast Address should be operator dependent.

· To support the IP Multicast needs further study.
