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Liaison Statement on Follow Me Service.

SMG10 WPB thanks SMG1 for the LS SMG1 (99)321.The Follow Me services as  stated  previously this is seen as a potential Fraudulent service such as “all selling” It is understood  the main driver for the service is from the railways but our concerns is primarily that this service enters the main stream of GSM services.

SMG10 note the changes made in ver1.2.0 of the stage 1.and would support these but still has concerns. At the current stage of the development of specification it is recommended that the following is added in the documents

1. That in the specification a specific shall be made “that the service shall not be offered in standard releases ” and that in railway release versions it must be enabled by definitive action on the part of the operator” 

2. FIGS stage as specified in stage 1 & 2 can be used to protect  in CAMEL based inter-working networks.

3. The  wording on password control should indicate that this is not a very secure solution.  As network would have to  use common password when service is set up due to the difficulty in password management for operators and customers. Operators should try to use existing security mechanisms where possible.   

 If the above concerns are recognised SMG10 support the current work.
