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Meeting was held during the S1 plenary on 27.9.1999 and it was chaired by Tommi Kokkola.

1. BT/Cellnet video "Mobile millennium" was used to get right mind set for the meeting. All delegates agreed mostly with the vision provided by the Video, It was agreed that in integration of mobile and internet networks issues like radio optimisation and charging need to be studied in details. 

2. Review of incoming LS's

556, from T1P1 Noted.

579, from S2 Noted. It was mentioned that a lot has happened since sending this LS and it is partially outdated.

3. Input documents

652, Support of multiple access scheme for Voice Services in Release 2000, Dolphin.

Problematics related to selection of call control was discussed lengthy. Dolphin comments were agreed, but still is was felt that selection of one call control and optimisation for that is still preferred alternative at 3GPP. However, there is always possibility to run different IP based call controls transparently over the general bearers. 

668, On release 2000 document structure from Nokia was revised to 700

705, Ericsson, Noted. Issue , with perhaps more accurate wording need to added in the slides.

669, S2K report on " Architecture for an All IP network", Noted. It been agreed that S1 will not create direct input towards this document.

There was several notes on this document and specifically on chapter four. DoCoMo stated  that chapter "4.1.  General" is having wrong focus, as it seems to be looking at radio issues (like EDGE) rather that All IP core network aspects. It was agreed that delegates shall contact their colleagues at S2 to clarify problems identified during the meeting.
