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Services Requirements for Release 2000
This document provides operator requirements on Voice Services supported in Release 2000 in All IP network.

Recently, 3GPP S2 and S1 agreed to focus the work on Release 2000. To that respect it is foreseen that the all IP architecture should be able to support Data Services as well as Voice Over IP or more generally Real Time Services in an IP environment.

From an operator perspective, it is seen as essential no to be limited to a specific technology or protocol to support Voice Over IP.

It is proposed to add the following requirement on voice services using IP:  both of the standards H.323 and SIP  should be considered as potential candidates in the specification to ensure interoperability between, as well as any new mobile-specific standard that might emerge to replace H.323 or SIP.

Since it is anticipated that any of these standards could be the most successful, it may happen that both will coexist in the market in some years. To that respect, an operator must guarantee that any terminal using SIP or H.323 protocol, or any replacement of the aforementioned is working on his network. A user using the SIP protocol must be able to contact a H.323 based terminal and vice-versa, and the standard should be open to support a mobile environment-specific standard that might be developed in the coming years.
