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For release 2000, PS domain i.e. "all IP option" would introduce a set of new requirements and service descriptions mainly related to VoIP for release 2000.  Work at 3GPP /S2 has just started on this issue and currently it is hard to see what will be needed set of specifications. It can be seen that the IP based architecture will offer extended set of services, but it might actually have e.g. different supplementary services than CS side. Thus, S1 specification set for release 2000 in details need to be looked when basic frame work, architecture and high level goals are agreed. Specifically level of separation between CS and PS domain requirements need to be considered. Additional new specifications for all IP-option should be created when needed. 

Table describes S1 rel 99 document structure, and initial comments for rel 2000 applicability. It should be noted that proper review for all these specifications is needed for release 2000.
