Introduction of Mailbox Presence & Count Indication Service

A request was received to define a file on the SIM to support mailbox information. Currently this information has to be stored in the Mobile for GSM900 systems.

SMG9 have considered the support of a Mailbox file for various Mailbox types. e.g. Voice,Fax,Email.  They have agreed that this would be a useful feature. Although SMG9 can specify a file on the SIM card to store the mailbox data as for phonebook entries, it was realised that this feature could be expanded to include data indicating the number of unread messages for each type of mailbox along with information of how this indication is presented to the user. However for this feature to be considered a service requirement must be specified and the appropriate procedures to handle such a service defined. 

SMG9 ask SMG1 to consider if this is a required service and if so, make recommendations to the relevant groups to put in place the procedures necessary to support such a service. 

SMG9 look forward to hearing SMG1’s response to this service request.
