S1 has reviewed the LS from RAN WG2 detailing the methods that have been selected for the support of Location Services for Release 99. 

In response to the two requests in the LS S1 would like to make the following points;


· RAN WG2 is expecting SA WG1 to define the accuracy classes for LCS services in release 99. 

S1 will define the accuracy classes in TS 22.071 LCS Stage1 and this is applicable to both UMTS and GSM.

These classes will be stated as the minimum accuracy available to a certain percentage of users in a given area. S1 requests that RAN WG2 indicate if this approach is adequate.

· RAN WG2 is also seeking guidance from SA WG1 on whether support for the selected accuracy classes should be mandatory or optional for UEs in release 99.

The accuracy requirements of different applications and services will vary widely, therefore S1 do not believe that certain accuracy classes should be mandatory.
