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This meeting was hosted by Vodafone AirTouch at Brighton and was attended by about 120 delegates. It was a quieter meeting than most previous ones since we are now transferring most work to 3GPP. It is likely that there will be just two more meetings before the group is ‘moth-balled’. The meeting was concluded in two and a half days, half the previous normal duration. Still, there were a number of important topics finalised and 225 documents were considered.

Most technical groups, including SMG1, had a short report on topics that had not been transferred to 3GPP, plus a report for information of what had been agreed by 3GPP. All the SMG1 change requests were approved and those from S1 were endorsed. However, SMG2 was in contrast to this, since so far GSM radio has not been transferred and there were 331 change requests (200 of these on GPRS)! The list of all the approved CRs is available at www.etsi.org/docbox/ - click on ‘TSG GSM CRs approved’. (No password needed.) 

In SMG10, the main topic of interest was the security of the IMEI, which was predicted to be contentious. After some debate we reached a compromise between those who wanted an early improvement in security for the IMEI and those manufacturers who wanted a delay. The final text was agreed unanimously by the meeting, resulting in a requirement to incorporate tighter IMEI security by June 2001 at the latest, for all GSM terminals of whatever release, and on all UMTS terminals from the start. The text is in SMG doc 776, but SMG1 was actioned to convert this into a change request to GSM 02.16 at their next meeting, keeping the agreed compromise text.

There was a debate on how to transfer most of the remaining work of SMG (mainly on radio, especially for EDGE) into the 3GPP. This is also being discussed in an ETSI Board open sub-group, as well as in 3GPP itself (see SMG doc 754). We recommended transferring almost everything except regulatory work for mobiles and base stations, finally handing over the last work in June 2000. The work is likely to be done by the same experts as before, but putting it all under ‘one roof’ should reduce the number of meetings and the risk of misalignments. See doc 765.

We also discussed how to handle in SMG those items which were already approved in 3GPP. We agreed to endorse doc 760 as showing how we will work together. The other main topic was the ‘transposition of deliverables’ from 3GPP. That is, how to publish these officially, since 3GPP is not itself a legal entity. After some debate, and obstruction by the Spanish regulator, a text was agreed by all, see doc 773.

Good progress was made on the Location Services (LCS) which had been developed by T1P1. We approved the bulk of the work as being release 98 (although we are now late 99!), partly because the UMTS part is not yet completed, while release 99 needs to cover both GSM and UMTS. Some of the work is not yet completely checked, and this will be submitted for approval at SMG#30 bis, a one day meeting in Frankfurt on 6 December. The details of the status on LCS are in doc 774.
