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MMS and VHE

During the VHE adhoc session at the 3GPP TSG SA WG1 the relation between MMS and VHE was discussed. Currently VHE specifies a set of Messaging Service Capability Features to send and receive messages to and from a user and to notify the user about multi media messages received in the message box.

It was reported that MMS will not make use of these OSA capabilities as they are specified as part of VHE (due to complexity and timescales). On the other side, VHE can not justify whether the defined Message Transfer Service Capability Features will satisfy the MMS requirements.

S1 will cross check the requirements from MMS on OSA Service Capability Features and adapt them accordingly.

From the S1 point of view, it was decided not to insist on the finalisation of the Message Transfer Service Capability Features by S2 and CN2 in Release 99, in order  to save resources and maximise effort of the other groups.

CAMEL 3

S1 takes the opportunity to inform S2 on the reduced scope of CAMEL 3. The main impact of this reduction on the VHE Service Capability Features is the missing support of CAMEL 3 for Call Party Handling (Network initiated calls, creation and modification of call party's). The Session Control Service Capability Features are mainly address the support of CAMEL Call Party Handling. As long as CAMEL does not support that functions within R99, S1 does not insist to finalise the Session Control Service Capability Features
