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Liaison Statement on support of White Book SCCP (07/96)

N2 thanks SPAN1 for their liaison statement and wishes to report the conclusions of the N2 discussion.  The conclusions are listed below and the attached document is the approved change request to TS 29.002 (MAP). 

· In agreement with SPAN1, the reference version for SCCP has been changed to ITU-T Recommendation (07/96). 

· The attached change request (Tdoc N2-99G18) captures the requirement for the receiving entity of a dialogue to support SCCP'96 and specifically the reassembly of segmented XUDT messages by 1st July 2002. However, this does not mandate the originating entity of a dialogue to use XUDT messages.

· The agreed date shall not preclude vendors from deploying SCCP'96 capable nodes before this date and N2 concluded that roaming agreements will improve chances of successful use of SCCP'96 in the short and long term. 

· N2 agrees with SPAN1 that some nodes with Blue Book SCCP will remain beyond the agreed date and consequently, the attached change request includes the recommendation to support drop back to Blue Book SCCP. However, the details of this mechanism are kept as an implementation option because the drop back mechanism would describe internal behaviour and a large number of equally suitable techniques can be used.
