Introduction

IP has been seen as one of the major opportunities to integrate service delivery for many services and features in both the wired and wireless networks.  The 3GPP SA1 group has discussed the options to provide an all IP based UMTS solution within the R2000. 

The services that can be provided on circuit switched networks could also be provided on packet switched networks. The ultimate aim when generating standards for the All IP option should be the specification of current and new services which would enable backward compatibility with legacy services.

Issues and priorities

The evolution from GSM to UMTS follows a series of paths:

· Circuit switched GSM to UMTS

· GPRS GSM to UMTS

· GPRS UMTS to All IP

It should be noted however that each system has relative merits for providing the various types of service. In the initial phases of generating the All IP standards, the work generating new services should take precedence over providing backward compatibility with legacy services.

Recommendation

The work on the All IP option should be scheduled such that the work to provide new services, more suited to IP, should take preference over other work.
