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During TSG-RAN WG3 Iu SWG, some discussion occurred on a feature called "RAB linking" that exists in the current version of the RANAP protocol (25.413 V1.3.1). The "RAB linking" feature would allow the CN to indicate to UTRAN that certain RABs allocated to a UE have to be treated as a set for UTRAN procedures, e.g. all linked RABs are established or released together or failed together.

RAN-WG3 would like to have the confirmation of the need for such a concept in UTRAN for the support of NAS procedures (e.g. multicall).

Since the handling of the "RAB linking" impacts the definition of some RANAP procedure and message definitions, RAN WG3 is kindly asking for a quick answer.
