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Reason for 
change:
The Location Services specification (3G TS 22.071) for Release ’00 specifies the support of Packet Switched terminals. It shall be possible for an external client to interrogate the GMLC for the accurate location of a GPRS terminal.

The present CR proposes that the CSE be able to interrogate the GMLC for the location of a GPRS terminal.
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Location Information

The purpose of this procedure is to obtain the location of a particular subscriber. The resolution of the location information may be based on the Cell Identity of the subscriber’s location, or may be based on more accurate positioning information ($CAMEL3$).

The CSE may interrogate the HLR in order to obtain a particular subscriber’s location based on the cell identity. The HLR may return the cell identity stored in the VLR ($CAMEL1$) or may return the current cell identity as a result of paging the subscriber ($CAMEL3$).

($begin(CAMEL3$).

The CSE may interrogate the GMLC in order to obtain a particular subscriber’s current location based on accurate geographical information as defined by LCS in TS 22.071 [8]. The GMLC has the possibility to reject any interrogation from any CSE.

The CSE may interrogate the GMLC to obtain the position of a packet switched terminal (GPRS Terminal). The GMLC has the possibility to reject any interrogation from any CSE.
