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S1 R00 ad hoc had a meeting before the S1 plenary at Beijing on 10.-11.April.  Ad hoc had almost as many delegated than the following plenary session. 

Ad hoc focused to draft the service continuity and handover requirements. Also few other smaller documents were dealt and relevant sections of TR 22.976 (294) were modified. Based on meeting result new version (1.1.0) was created, see S1-000327.

Following S1 documents were dealt and need not to be revised by the plenary: 210, 235, 281, 286, 288, 289, 290, 294, 300,301 and 302. Other topics related to R00 or TR 22.976 should be discussed during the plenary R00 agenda item. There will be additional session on some evening to look only Annex A priorization. 

Service continuity and handover requirements

Documents 300, 301 and 302 were used a basis for new chapter (ch 7.5) on Handover requirements. These issues were discussed very lengthy, and it was agreed that from an S1 perspective that  service continuity rather than handover should be the approach taken. A service continuity table was created indicating (with explanatory notes) whether service continuity was required between CS basic services, IP multimedia services, realtime and non-realtime PS connectivity services, CS multimedia services and CS ANSI 136 basic services Most controversial issue was service continuity between CS basic services and IP multimedia services for voice calls. This issue concerned most of the ad-hoc's meeting time.  This issue need to be further studied by S2, which need to be informed about the issue. Some of the definitions and R99 functionality related issues need to be further checked. The chapter will be marked to be under discussion (i.e. a side bar is drawn by the chapters). 

Other Topics

210, response liaison statement on all IP Network requirements was noted. 

235, Realisation of VHE from Fujitsu proposed some re-structuring of some chapters of TR 22.976. The proposal was agreed, editor was asked to corporate it to TR 22.976 and also to clarify the wording on some of the proposed new chapters. 

281, Naming, numbering and addressing from BT. Contribution proposes to replace existing chapter on number portability. Contribution was agreed with minor modifications related to new number portability chapter. The new chapter's new text will be marked to be under discussion (i.e. a side bar is drawn by the chapters). 

286, QoS support from Motorola proposes modifications to QoS requirements, identifying the QoS negotiation points. Changes were agreed again with minor modifications. Chapter of QoS requirements will be kept in "under discussion mode".

All above changes are included in TR 22.976 version (1.1.0) ( S1-000327).

Support of IP multimedia services WID

TDoc 290, Work Item Description Sheet on Support of IP multimedia services was presented by TR 22.976 editor  (Motorola). It was updated at TDoc 299, supporting companies were identified and is presented for S1 plenary for approval.

Future Meetings

Ad hoc next R00 ad hoc will be held on Las Vegas on May 3.-5.

S2/CN has agreed to have joint meeting on R00 on May 10.-11. at Stockholm, S1 has been invited to present the it's status on R00 requirements (i.e. TR 22.976 ).  If meeting agrees a formal invitation for joint S1/S2/CN will be sent out. 
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
