Meeting report of Release 2000 ad hoc #4

Introduction

A Release 2000 ad hoc was held from the 2nd to 7th July 2000 in Arundel UK. It was chaired by Tommi Kokkola from Nokia and the secretary was Michael Clayton from the MCC.

1
Current status of TR

Document 114/00 contained an input to the SA1 plenary (SP-000337) regarding the way forward for R2000. Essentially, TSG SA needed to set a clear vision and road-map for UMTS evolution so that work on R00 and subsequent releases have a sound basis for their development. Backwards compatibility is required between phases. However it is also important that UMTS can incorporate new technology in a non-disruptive manner.

Document 114/00 proposed a vision in very high-level terms of service requirements and their mapping on to a high-level core network architecture.

It was noted that some concern was expressed in Plenary regarding the toolkits used in the CS domain and that they should not be moved over to the PS domain; this is not appropriate.

It was reported that there was some discussion regarding the content of release 2000. An input from the GSM Association suggested that the releases should not be yearly but rather based on content. This started some significant discussion in plenary regarding the content of each release.

It was commented that since this all IP network is substantially different, perhaps the best way is to ask SA2 what impact this architecture will have on services. It was further added that perhaps a free-thinking approach should be adopted.

For example, we know that a person will want to have a voice session with someone else. So, what do we need to do to start this session off, run it, modify it, and then close it. Therefore, it would be appropriate for SA1 to set a requirement on identifying the other person.

2
Liaison documents

Document 104/00 contained a liaison statement from N3. Since most of the comments have already been incorporated, and since the events of SA plenary have overtaken the comments, it was decided to send a liaison statement back thanking them for the input and that they will be taken into account when elaborating CRs.

The liaison statement was presented in document 115/00. This was revised on line and reproduced in document 126/00.

Document 106/00 contained a liaison statement from SA2. It was decided to reply to SA2 and to copy to SA5. This was provided in document 116/00. There was some confusion over the concept of subscription. This term can be divided into two concepts; the commercial agreement between the subscriber and the network operator and the entry into an HLR, or equivalent. It was noted that the commercial agreement was not in the scope of this meeting and that no agreement could be reached on what is required for the subscription in the HLR. It was decided review this version at the SA1 in Copenhagen. 

The final version was provided in document 129/00. This will be sent to Copenhagen for evaluation.

Finally, a liaison statement was received from SMG2 in document 107/00. The TR was not sent to them, but they have commented back in anycase. There are several concerns via this LS. It was decided to refer this back to the plenary of SA1 rather than deal with this at the meeting.

IP Multimedia Services

Document 109/00 contained  a proposal for IP Multimedia Services (Stage 1) from Nokia and Motorola. This was essentially a cut-and-paste from the TR.

It was decided to brainstorm what is required for multimedia bofore looking TDoc 109 in details. This was done and the skeleton was provided in document 117/00. This was further revised and provided in document 118/00. Text was later added to this skeleton, based on drafting in the group, to provide a draft stage 1 It was agreed to use this skeleton for new TS describing IM subsystem, stage 1. 

Document 109/00 was review and text that was consider suitable to new stage 1 was marked within 119/00.

Document 125/00 contained a proposed stage 1 for IP CN subsystem stage 1. This document contained the skeleton in document 117/00 and 118/00 with text identified in the drafting group, from the TR and from the other inputs received in this meeting.

The scope of the document is to define the service requirements from users' and service providers' perspective for the support of IP multimedia applications. IP multimedia applications are supported by IP multimedia sessions in the IM CN Subsystem. IP multimedia sessions use GPRS as a bearer.  Examples of IP multimedia applications include speech communication, real time multimedia applications, shared online whiteboards etc.  

The TS, in general, does not standardise usage of IP multimedia applications, but instead identifies the requirements to enable their support. In order to align IP multimedia applications wherever possible with non-3GPP IP applications, the general approach is to have compatibility with those non-3GPP IP based applications.

The existing legacy supplementary services shall not be re-standardised as IP multimedia applications, and multimedia equivalent applications may be created with toolkits.

There was some discussion on the title. It was decided to reflect the scope a little more in the title and hence it was changed to “Service requirements for the for IP CN subsystem stage 1”.

It was decided to move 6.1 and 6.2 to the beginning of the document. 

Another point was the scope of the document. Essentially, the scope mentions that the document includes requirements from service providers and users. It was asked if content providers could be added. This caused a little concern, but was put in an any case. Also it was decided to specifically add operators.

The emergency call for IM CN subsystem need to to be reviewed again at the S1 ad hoc in Taastrup as many concerns were expressed over this meeting. For example, any operator with a telecom license, it must provide emeregency call service. Some raised the issue if an operator has only the PS and IM CN domain in its netwrok. How does it implemented ? How about the addressing scheme? 

The new TS, document 131/00, was not reviewed in full details, in it should be only considered as a first draft. 

4
Inputs

Document 105/00 contained an input on Naming and Addressing. This was presented in depth and generally well accepted. However, it was noted that much of what is included is text that is elsewhere. Moreover, the resource of name and addresses, needs to be taken in a global forum as names and addresses are a finite resource and needs to be managed carefully.

It was decided that this was noted for the time being, although some work on this is required.

5
Rel 00 update for 22.101

The meeting then looked at an input from Nokia containing some draft changes to 22.101 for release 2000. There was a little concern as it was not clear what were changes based on the requirements from 22.976 and what changes were from Nokia.

It was revised on line and the result was presented in document 120/00.

The meeting then broke up into working groups to work on a number of areas.

Document 122/00 contained input on section 9 for Subscription in 22.101 (CR). This was updated and reproduced in document 128/00. 

Document 123/00 contained input on MMS for 22.101

Document 124/00 contained input on the UE and USIM.

Document 102/00 and 103/00 were presented and then used in the drafting group as input. 

The result of the group working on roaming  was presented in document 121/00. This was subsequently updated live and provided in document 127/00. 

The final version with all proposed changes to 22.101 was provided in document 133/00. This will be used to create a CRs 22.101 version 4.0.0.

CRs to implement items of 22.976

6.1
SIM Application Toolkit (22.038)

Document 112/00 contained a proposed CR to 22.038 to incorporate changes identified in 22.976. The changes put in the support of IP multimedia services.

It was agreed to be sent to SA1 for ratification.

Another comment was if there is a need for a WI in T3 for this work to be done. It was suggested that T3 would be the most appropriate group to write this, but the chairman stated that he was keen to ensure that any changes we make filter through the process.

There was not strong support here for the WI to be produced and so it is left to T3. 

6.2
MExE (22.057)

Document 113/00 contained a proposed CR to implement the requirements stated in 22.976. It was noted that this CR was written prior to the SA #8 meeting and so terminology (e.g. call/session) may not totally comply. A number of changes were made on line, but it was decided to tidy it up prior to presenting it at SA1 #8.

6.3
Handover (22.129)

Document 108/00 contained a proposed CR to 22.129 for Release 2000 (Handover requirements)

The following changes have been included:

1. Incorporation of the text from section 7.7 of TR 22.976 v2.0.0 into section 4 of TS 22.129;

2. Removal of text relating to SoLSA;

3. Slight clarification of wording of text on performance requirements.

Note that changes of terminology from UMTS and GSM are not included.  There are some occurrences where the use of UTRAN/GERAN would not be appropriate; following discussion at TSG-SA, this terminology is to be further discussed for Release 2000. 

A number of questions were asked and clarified. Some contentious issues were unsolved:

· What does " Seamless" really mean?

· Section 4.2.3  Service continuity between CS Services and GPRS, and between IM Services and GPRS (TR7.73) Does it need it?
It was subsequently decided to forward this document to the Monday prior to the SA1 meeting.

6.5
Service capabilities(22.105)

Document 111/00 contained a proposed CR to 22.105 for Release 2000 (Service Capabilities)

Some confusion over the terminology call / session.

The WID (S1-00354) ‘Support of Bearer Modification Without Pre-notification in Release 2000’ was brought in for clarification.

Meetings
