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Summary

The VHE adhoc#1 meeting was held on the 31st of May at Fujitsu Europe Telecom in London. Ten people attended the meeting and thirteen contributions were discussed. 

There was unanimous consensus at the meeting to separate the VHE work into VHE and OSA work, as a result two separate stage 1 “Work Items Description” has been created, VHE WID under the raporteurs of Fujitsu Europe Telecom and OSA WID under the raporteurs of Siemens. The two WID are attached to this document for information. The VHE adhoc group was given the mandate by S1 plenary (China meeting) to produce a draft VHE WID for email approval after which it will directly go to SA plenary (26-28 June meeting) for approval. The draft copy has been produced and will be put on the email exploder for approval. There was discussion on approval of OSA WID since this was a new WID, following the discussion, the group agreed that the mandate for this adhoc group was only for VHE WID.  Hence advice on how to handle OSA WID was needed and will be taken from the S1 chairman although interested parties will like the OSA WID to be handled the same way as VHE WID.

The time scale for the VHE work is very aggressive, the aim is to have final CR for R00 for approval at the S1 plenary meeting in Copenhagen, to this effect audio conferences, email discussions and an adhoc meeting has been arranged to progress the work. The time scale for the OSA work is to have version 3.0.0 TS by S1 plenary meeting in November 2000. Since OSA stage 1, is a new document new TS rather than CR is the target.

It was agreed that this was a very useful document as it tried to align the VHE work in the 3 groups. The Alcatel delegate expressed opinion from N5 point of view that a similar comparison has been carried out between N5 and S2 and the changes have been approved. However there still needs to be alignment with S1 terminology which everyone agreed. Aligning S1 work with the rest will be useful to identify the requirement in R99 that needs to be transferred into R00 OSA work. The Nortel delegate worked with the Acatel delegate to update this contribution outlined in (VHE AD (00) 014). Changes identified will generate a CR to 22.121 at the Copenhagen meeting.

This contribution suggests separating VHE work from OSA work, as they are two separate concepts. There was a unanimous agreement on this issue. It was however decided that this will not be done for R99 but for R00.  It was decided that a stage 1 VHE WID would be created separately from OSA stage 1. VHE stage 1 will be a list of CRs to T2 22.121. There may be VHE stage 2 document but this was not conclusive, it could be a TS that references other TS such as toolkits TS at the same time it could cover user profile stage 2 work. How this will be carried out is left to the outcome of the R00.
