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T2 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS (T2-000172) on the decisions related to CBS. T2 comments the decisions as follows.

Usage of Service Area

With the one to one mapping between Service Area and Cell Id a good compromise for CBS in R’99 was reached between RAN3 and T2. This is very important to guarantee service continuity for many services and applications based on the granularity of one cell.

Many questions came up during the discussion about the impact that a ‘full’ Service Area concept, i.e. one Service Area covering one or more cell and one cell belonging to several Service Areas, would have on the CBC-UE protocol, the CBS applications and services and finally the CBC itself.

If any service evolution or defined enhancement to CBS requires to remove the agreement found for R’99 T2 would like to further investigate the impacts closely together with RAN3.

Terminology of Service Area

T2 appreciates the terminology found for R’99.

Usage of conversion of GSM related CBS DRX information

The removal of the functionality to activate/deactivate DRX on CBS related radio resources from the Service Area Broadcast Protocol is in line with T2’s view.

Usage of procedure capacity indication/reservation

The decision not to implement the two procedures capacity indication/reservation is fine with T2.
