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Mannesmann Mobilfunk has analysed the current stage 1 of LCS. LCS is seen as a very important feature for enabling future intelligent services.  However there is the danger that this feature is blocked by regulatory bodies, if the privacy requirements of the user are not guarantied. To avoid problems operators had with the CLIP/CLIR service in the past. (In the first versions the user interaction was missing). Mannesmann Mobilfunk is proposing to standardise the user interaction.

The privacy setting of the user are stored in the HLR. Currently following settings are supported:

· Location requests not allowed

· Location request allowed only in active mode (existing call or active PDP context)

· Location request always allowed

From our perspective this is reflecting the user requirements.

Unfortunately  there is no standardised mechanism to modify the settings. Mannesmann Mobilfunk is proposing to standardise a respective MMI procedure that shall be supported by future GSM and UMTS terminals in the future.

S1 is asked to support a standardised MMI for the LCS service.

If this view is supported by S1, Mannesmann Mobilfunk will provide the necessary stage 1 CRs and liaisons. 

Additionally  it is under discussion if there is the need for a privacy setting, that allows location request only if the user gives explicit permission for this request.  This might be required for mobile tracking applications.

Mannesmann Mobilfunk is asking S1 to discuss the necessity for this extension for LCS release 2000
