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S1 R00 ad hoc had a meeting before the S1 plenary at Taastrup.  Ad hoc had more than 35 delegates. 

Ad hoc focused on service continuity and handover requirements. Discussion started based on SMG2 LS (IP-107/00) and proposed CRs to 22.129 (IP-136/00, IP-137/00 and IP-138/00) from the rapporteur (Nick Sampson /Orange). There were several comments on this topic and it was agreed that smaller group of delegated continue drafting based on comments. The results were not brought back to ad hoc, but will be seen at the plenary. 

Editor's draft on new TS on Service requirements for the IM CN subsystem (IP-142/00) was presented by the editor (Mark Cataldo/Motorola). It was reviewed and revised online. There are several empty sections still and many more contributions are needed.  The new baseline version is 0.3.0. (IP-149/00). 

TDoc IP-140 is an editorial CR to MExE as the term "MS" has been changed to "UE" in 3GPP. The new proposed name "Multimedia Execution Environment" was not agreed and changed to "Mobile Execution Environment", and the revised version is at (IP-147/00). Another CR to MExE was presented due to Release 2000/IP multimedia sessions (IP-141/00), the content was agreed but CR cover needs to be revised (IP-148/00). Editor will present revised versions to plenary. 

TDoc IP-143 is a CR to SAT from editor. It was checked if there is support for IP multimedia support for SAT, Vodafone and France Telecom indicated their support. It was discussed if more support and possibilities should be included in SAT. Vodafone agreed to take lead on this issue and discuss with interested operators and come up with revised CR and LS to T3, who might need to create a new WI for this issue. 

TDoc IP-145/00 and IP-146/00 from Nortel on multimedia services were noted and Nortel will draft relevant LSs based on discussion. Issue will be looked at Plenary. 

S1 Plenary documents TDocs S1-520/00-S1-531/00, which are release 2000 related CRs based on results from Goodwood ad hoc. They were briefly introduced and delegates are asked to consider them in more details before presentation at plenary. There were various comments against some of them and further revisions are needed. This will be progressed offline. 

TDoc IP-139/00 BT proposing clarifications on proposed roaming chapter for (S1-528/00). It was agreed to study also this point offline. 

Following S1-IP documents needs to be further studied by the S1 plenary: IP 145/00 to IP-149/00.
