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Intoduction

During the CAMEL adhoc meeting several contributions on CAMEL to support IM CN subsystem based Mulitmedia Services were discussed. 

S1C000062 summarise the happening since the last CAMEL adhoc until SA#9 decision. It clarifies the questions raised at SA#9 and come to the conclusion that CAMEL is a proper toolkit to provide IM CN subsystem based multimedia services.

The SA Workshop on the 25th and 26th of October was caused due to the uncertainty whether CAMEL is the right choice to provide IM services.

The primarily question was to get a good view on the services which will use the IM CN subsystem. If this question is answered, service enablers shall be defined. CAMEL could be one solution out of a range of choices. The workshop resulted in principle in two scenarios. One designed for a smooth transition of voice application towards IM and the other mainly designed for applications where new value streams are generated.

These scenarios differ insofar as the overlap of CS and IM is seen differently but subject for seeking consensus.

The area of overlap is the key for the IM CN subsystem design and the key to find the best solution for service enablers!

Proposal

However, Siemens believes it is too simple to define “IP Telephony“ with better words and submit the CR again. It has to be made clear to which extend CS and IM services are overlapping. In case of a “larger“ overlap, approaches like CAMEL might succeed. In cases of “smaller“ overlapping area, CAMEL may still survive in the CS domain but different approaches might be found for service provisioning methods in the IM domain.

As long as the prime questions are not answered, Siemens strongly recommend not to adapt the “slightly modified“ CR´s (S1C000077) to solve the challenge. Instead service requirements shall be analysed and parsed to get a very good basis for the decision on the IM CN subsystem service enabler.

Conclusion

Regarding the LS in S1C000084, Siemens do not share this view for the reasons given above.

Siemens do not support S1C000077 to get approved at SA1#10.
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
