1 Introduction

2 Summary of SA1 tdocs
SA1 presented 13 documents to SA for approval/information:
· 1 TR, which was approved; 

· 7 CR packs: 6 of them were approved, 1 was revised and approved;

· 1 revised SID was withdrawn and replaced by a company contribution by China Mobile in SP-220954, which was approved and ; 
· 4 new WID: 3 of them were approved, 1 was revised and approved.
3 Items of interest to SA1
3.1 Open Roaming
In June 2020, WBA announced the launch of a new roaming federation to lower the barriers to adoption of roaming functionality by access network providers and identity providers. The OpenRoaming federation comprises a technical framework and a legal framework that was originally conceived to facilitate the adoption of roaming by the significant number of private enterprises that have deployed Wi-Fi systems to support in-bound roaming for guests that use credentials managed by third party identity providers. This was explain in an LS received by SA plenary in SP-220730. 
SA plenary discussed WBA OpenRoaming Technical Standards and concluded that the most appropriate way for initiating related work in 3GPP is via SA1, by company contributions. Namely, the proponents of this work should bring a Release 19 proposal in SA1  following the established 3GPP working procedures. 

3.2 Timeline Rel-18 and Stage 1 Rel-19 discussion

As announced by the TSG SA chair, there will be a discussion and, possibly, revision of the timeline approved for Rel-18 in the next SA plenary in December. Different companies may have asked the SA chair for such discussion. It is expected that Rel-18 may be delayed by at least one quarter.

It was also indicated that Stage 1 Rel-19 will be part of such discussion. Therefore, it is expected that in December, the timeline for Stage 1 Rel-19 will be approved, which will allow SA1 leadership to present to SA1 a plan for intermediate milestones for Release 19. 
3.3 Ambient IoT study
RAN plenary has approved a Rel-18 Study about Ambient IoT which will start in December 2022. When asked about the coordination with the SA1 Rel-19 study, the RAN chair answered “that it is not expected that all SA WG1 input will be adopted, and coordination will be needed on a case-by-case basis.”
SA1 was instructed to continue its work on this study. The SA1 chair will report to the TSG SA chair and RAN chair about the progress made in SA1 regarding this topic.
