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Abstract: The contribution describes the considerations on security for indirect network sharing, and potential security requirements are identified for TR22.851.

6.1	Considerations on security
Different from MOCN configuration, which routes UE to the core network of a Participating Operator directly through Shared RAN of Hosting Operator, Indirect Network Sharing needs to involve the core network of the Hosting Operator in the signaling exchange. The interoperability between the core networks of Hosting Operators and Participating Operator will expose more information about the subscribers, the operator’s policy and operations of respective core networks.
Considering the security on user privacy and the operator’s policy, new potential security requirements are captured as below. 
[P.R.6.1-1] The 5G system shall protect the user privacy (e.g. the subscription, user identities) from disclosing to Shared RAN and the core network of Hosting Operators when UE obtains services using Indirect Network Sharing.
[P.R.6.1-2] The 5G system shall provide a mechanism to limit the exposure of the information non-relevant to Indirect Network Sharing (e.g. network topologies of RAN and/or core network, the operator’s policy) between Hosting Operators and Participating Operators.
