3	Justification
Valuable network sharing scenarios have been studied for operators who intend to deploy a NG Radio Access Network to complement the existing market, taking operators’ business consideration into account, such as network planning, operation and other factors, including wide range coverage of rural areas, compatibility with existing networks, service-related aspects, long-distance road transport, cooperation with a terrestrial network and also different operators’ strategies, commercial agreements, and specific rules/legislation in different countries.
Based on the discussion results of in the study report item FS_NetShare captured in TR 22.851,, beyond the existing RAN sharing requirements of MOCN, new potential potential requirements have been especially agreed upon introduced to support the  newly defined network sharing without necessarily assuming a direct connection between the shared NG-RAN radio access network and the Participating Operator’s core network. This method of network sharing is defined in the TR as indirect network sharing and is ready to start the next step work. 
Valuable network sharing scenarios have been studied for existing operators who intend to deploy a NG Radio Access Network to complement the existing market, taking operators’ business consideration into account, such as network planning, operation and other factors, including wide range coverage of rural areas, compatibility with existing networks, service-related aspects, long-distance road transport, cooperation with a terrestrial network and also different operators’ strategies, commercial agreements, and specific rules/legislation in different countries. In addition, there is an analysis of the difference from the existing technology, mainly including 22.101 and 23.251 and the related specifications. Further comparison of 23.501 and 23.502 is a visible and helpful work.
For these reasons, we suggest starting the normative work of network sharing R19, for the indirect network sharing RAN sharing scenario.
4	Objective
It is proposed to start the normative work of network sharing for Rel-19 specifying indirect network sharing scenario of RAN sharing. 
Document new requirements to meet NG-RAN sharing among multiple operators without necessarily assuming a direct connection between the shared radio access network and the Participating Operator’s core network. Specifically, Rrequirements relateding to the following aspects will be documented:
-	Mobility and service continuity, when moving between a Hosting and participating operator’s network. 
-	User/service experience.
-	Security considerations.
-	Charging requirements.
-	Other aspects, i.e. regulatory requirements, emergency services, PWS support.
