The reason to add the editor’s note in SA1#101 is that some company has concern that CPG-5.2-002 would cause RAN node doing application layer work.

Regarding the rest part of the CPG, this PCR propose to clarify that “the synchronization need for the collaborating group” is required by the trusted 3rd party, to resolve the above concern.

[CPG-5.2-002] 5G system is expected to be able to provide a means to support resource efficient data transmission when some data from one UE in a group are is not needed based on according to the synchronization need required by trusted 3rd party for the collaborating group that the UE belongs.
NOTE:	This requirement focuses on preventing further data being transmitted by group members after a trusted 3rd party has determined that the synchronization needs are not met for the time period.
