3	Justification
In the framework of the UIC FRMCS programme, a gap analysis is regularly performed between the functional requirements, as expressed inside the UIC Functional Requirements Specifications (FRS, FU-7120), provided by the UIC functional working group (FWG), and the 3GPP standards.
The gap analysis started in Rel-15 and continued through further releases, where in Rel-19 is handled by the study item FS_FRMCS_Ph5 (950007). 
[bookmark: _Hlk7193553]This work item aims to introduce the findings of the corresponding Rel-19 study into normative in the timeline of Rel.-19. 
4	Objective
The objective is to enhance existing requirements and to derive new requirements to support of this work item is to address requirements identified in TR 22.989 and bring them in the normative work. Requirements are potentially missing for these use cases: 
· an authorised user to be able to initiate an MCX Service Ad hoc Group Emergency Alert with participants satisfying specific criteria.
· users no longer eligible for being addressed by the ongoing REC-alert shall be informed and disconnected from the REC-alert.
· changing the criteria during an active ad hoc group (alert or call)
· emergency state of the initiating user if emergency alert is cancelled but ad hoc group emergency communication is still on going.
· enabling administrators to configure parameters related to the ad hoc group communication (e.g., authorization aspects, maximum call duration, default priority, maximum number of participants etc.)
· multi-user talker control for MCPTT ad hoc group call.
· Enhancement of Ad hoc Group (alert or call) to support Railway Emergency Communication (REC)
· Enhancement of location-based services (e.g., Mission-critical mobility service by leveraging sophisticated controllable location information along with high accuracy)
· Enhanced use cases and new use cases as identified in FS_FRMCS_Ph5
