SA1 thanks SA3 for their LS on SEPP requirements, privacy and cyber security. 
SA1 wants to indicate SA3 that the discussion on roaming has resulted in the attached CRs. SA1 would like to ask SA3 to continue exploring solutions to permit roaming hubs operations considering 5G security and enabling the services indicated by GSMA.  
SA1 believes that roaming hubs are essential components of the 5G roaming ecosystem and enabling those, needs to be done from Rel.16 onwards.
Additionally, SA1 has discussed the Release 19  study, as indicated by SA Plenary to GSMA, but has found out that SA3 potential solutions resolve the requirements on roaming so that a study is not needed.
