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Abstract: This pCR proposes to remove the Editor’s note on timer terminology. Timer is clarified as commonly used in many 3GPP protocols.
1. Introduction
Clause 5.28 contains a requirement with FFS:
[P.R.5.1.6-002] The 5G system shall support procedures that take into account the specific nature of Ambient IoT devices (e.g. an Ambient IoT device cannot be assumed to support timers).
Editor’s Note: terminology of ‘timers’ is FFS
Timer here refer to timers (i.e. count down ‘clocks’ that upon expiry trigger an action) as are used in many 3GPP protocols. E.g. a periodic location update timer controls the periodicity of the location update procedure as triggered by the UE.
2. Reason for Change
The Editor’s Note should be removed.
3. Conclusions
With clarification of what is the context of timer, the Editors Note can be removed.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 22.840 v 1.2.0.
