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1 Overall Description
GSMA NG 5GMRR thanks 3GPP SA3 for initiating the discussion on improving PRINS and for LS S3-234350. 5GMRR considered the proposed solutions and would like to summarize its feedback as follows and raise the following points: 
· 5GMRR sees the solution provided by 3GPP SA3 going in a good direction. It covers the immediate business requirements  regarding specific 5G SA Roaming deployment scenarios via Roaming Intermediaries.
· During 5GMRR analysis, the following technical questions were identified, and 5GMRR kindly asks 3GPP SA3 for clarification:
· How can the control of roaming subscriber user plane be implemented by an Intermediary, in order to prevent data consumption that exceeds the limits agreed in the roaming contracts?
· It is the understanding of some companies in 5GMRR that PRINS, and the proposed modified PRINS, assumes an end-to-end relationship between both PLMNs for the N32-c connection together with a unique end-to-end trust anchor between both PLMNs based on a direct exchange of certificates between both PLMNs. 5GMRR would like to emphasize that, in roaming scenarios where a roaming hub is used, there is no direct relationship (including contracts) between the PLMNs.
2 Request to 3GPP

GSMA NG 5GMRR kindly requests 3GPP SA3 to confirm whether the solution is applicable for all Roaming intermediaries and to provide the clarification to above technical questions. 
GSMA NG 5GMRR kindly requests 3GPP SA3 to confirm 5GMRR’s understanding that modified PRINS still needs a direct end-to-end relationship between both PLMNs for the N32‑c connection together with a unique end-to-end trust anchor between both PLMNs based on a direct exchange of certificates between both PLMNs. 

GSMA NG 5GMRR kindly requests 3GPP SA plenary to consider the need for the SA3 solution in normative specifications to be available as soon as possible. 
3 Actions

3GPP is kindly asked to take the following actions:

· SA: to take the above into consideration and reply back with information regarding the availability of the SA3 solution with modified PRINS.
· SA3: to take in consideration 5GMRR request above and to indicate whether and how an end-to-end security solution can be defined for the GSMA deployment scenarios through roaming intermediaries without a direct contractual and operational relationship between both PLMNs.
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
