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T3 thanks S1 for helping to clarify their understanding of the possible roles of the USIM in the control of IP multimedia services in their LS to T3 in S1-000817 / T3‑010007. It is clear that the USIM can contribute to the success of these services in 3GPP networks.

The removable, tamper-resistant and multi-provider capabilities of the USIM make it an attractive platform from which to perform digital rights management and protecting digital rights is to many, an integral part of the wide-spectrum of 3GPP multimedia services. Thus, not only does one wish to control the telecom session to the content provider but in addition one wishes to provide authorisation and payment for access to content available during that telecom session.

While it may be premature to consider the details of the activation and control of multimedia services from USIM Application Toolkit (USAT) API applications it would be advantageous to consider such functionalities in the context of a general discussion of the evolution of the USAT API to include in IP multimedia services.

The work on IP multimedia services is being paced by S1. At an appropriate and convenient time T3 suggests that an ad hoc meeting between interested parties in both S1 and T3 be held to discuss the various ways that the USIM can contribute to the success of IP multimedia services. The next plenary of TSG-T3 will be held on the 1st and 2nd of March hosted by ETSI, and will be preceded by 3 days of T3 ad hoc meetings, (26th to 28th of February). T3 would be pleased to organise a joint session during this period.

T3 looks forward to working with S1 on defining this new capability in 3GPP networks.
