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Abstract

“Service Modification without Pre-notification(SMWOP)” is the feature to be introduced on Release 4 and discussed in CN1 for protocol work and CN3 for feasibility study. However, we conclude not to provide the service modification without pre-notification but with pre-notification. This conclusion was derived from the discussion within mainly CN3 and our investigation. 

This paper reports their backgrounds and proposes alternate working method to realise Service Modification.

1. Discussion

Service modification without pre-notification is the feature to realise one of the method of service modification. 

This feature enables user to modify current service to other service even if he didn’t declare other service 

during call setup phase. The motivation of this proposal was considered for the user’s conveniences in case of many services being introduced in future. It was progressed to introduce service modifications, speech/fax, speech/modem and speech/multimedia, without pre-notification in accordance with SA1’s service requirements. And the modifications about speech/fax and speech/modem provided by current ISDN/PSTN environment were investigated with higher priority than speech/multimedia because of the modification between speech and multimedia is applicable only under BICC environment, so, its investigation was needed to wait until applicability of BICC to be clarified.

As the result of the investigation for speech/fax, it was clarified that complete SMWOP couldn’t be provided depending on each operator’s network implementation whether speech bearer or 3.1kHz audio bearer should be deployed within transit network. This means, if a user wants to modify service without pre-notification, the user has to notify the network bearer as speech or 3.1kHz audio during call setup phase. There is no difference between SMWOP and current in-call modification with “Alternate speech/fax” as user operation.

By above reasons, we conclude not to contribute for service modification without pre-notification. However, the modification between speech and multimedia is still necessary to be implemented, then we will continue the modification between speech and multimedia by Swap and fall back not by SMWOP. And we understand that the work item of swap between speech and multimedia has been already approved prior to SMWOP.

Therefore, we think service requirement about modification between speech and multimedia itself was already agreed in 3GPP. 

2. Proposal

We propose to accept above decision and notify above conclusion to relevant WGs.
