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The Vhe adhoc #4 meeting was held in Vienna hosted by Siemens from the 7th to the 8th of December 00. Jumoke Ogunbekun chaired the meeting. The list of the attendees is attached. 

The meeting was co-located with the S1 OSA meeting. Most of the first day was used to complete the R4 work of OSA.  Release 4 of VHE was handled on day one, while release 5 work was handled on day 2. 

The contributions for this meeting were mainly the TS from the S1 meeting, no new contributions were available. The output document was a complete R4 specification (vhe ad (00) 73) and R5 (vhe ad (00) 076). Although a lot of progress was made on the R5 TS, there are still outstanding issues especially on the User Profile section. This section was not handled due to lack of time. To progress the work on User Profile, a one-day adhoc meeting have been scheduled for the 19th of Jan 2001 at Fujitsu Europe Telecom in London. To ensure that R4 and R5 specs are ready for approval at S1 #11 meeting in Capetown, a one-day adhoc meeting is also planned for Capetown.

Detailed Discussion

Release 4-document (vhe adhoc (00) 73)

At the S1#10 meeting in Orlando it was decided that the R4 document needed clean up, that it should be made clearer which part was descriptive text and which were the requirements. It was decided that no new requirements would be put into R4 spec but only the removal of OSA part and the clean up. R4 specification v4.0.0 already SA approved was used as the baseline document for this clean up. 

Most of the modifications done to the TS are editorial changes and in some cases changes are made to the text for clarification purposes. Changes were not made to requirements imported from R99. Some changes to R4 requirement were identified as been necessary due to some requirements identified for R5, it was decided that the changes will not be made until the R5 TS has been agreed and subsequent changes will be made to R4 TS. 

Editor is to generate CR for R4 (vhe ad (00) 78).
