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Release 3 (R99) specification of charging for the Packet Domain contains the definition of specific triggers that cause the generation, closure or addition of information to the CDRs generated by the CN nodes in the Packet Domain.  

While discussing the work plan for Release 4, SA5 has observed that architectural changes for Release 4 (and beyond), including the definition of the new IM domain, are currently being discussed in SA2.  
This new architecture might necessitate the specification of additional triggers, or modifications to the existing triggers.  It could also be anticipated that new CDR types, to be generated by new network elements introduced in Release 4 and beyond, will be required.  SA5 would therefore be interested to learn, as early as possible, what impact SA2 foresees that the new architecture might have on charging.

SA5 therefore cordially asks SA2 to identify the architectural impacts on charging features and requirements that SA2 expects as a result of the introduction of Release 4 (and following) packet and IM domain architecture of UMTS, so that an appropriate work task can be generated in SA5 at the earliest possible stage.
