Call for IPR

The Chairman reminded delegates about the 3GPP IPR policy that has been presented at the opening of SA1 plenary. He advised interested companies to either visit 3GPP website or to ask Michael Clayton for information about the IPR procedure.

Discussion: The item number 6 from this action list is related to the presence work. 

It was commented that the meaning of “caller” in the item 6 text is not clear and may need clarification.
Decision: The Chairman proposed to send the TS for information in SA#12 and to join a LS explaining that Presence adhoc has taken SA#11 comment into account. This LS may also request SA1 for some clarification on the comment.

· S1-010387: Action points for SA1 - UMTS Forum Workshop

Discussion:  Among the results of the UMTS Forum workshop, two issues have been identified as linked with presence service: “Privacy” and “Instant Messaging”.

· S1-010325: Presence Service Stage 1 (TS 22.141v010)– MCC

Discussion: The Chairman presented this draft TS created during the first meeting in Seattle.

It was asked to clarify the meaning of “ service components” as used in the TS. The Chairman explained that for example a multi-media session could include video and voice components, which could be referred as “service media components” 

It was also commented that presence could be regarded either as a service capability or as a service on its own. The relationship between VHE and presence service may also need some clarifications.

Decision: Tdoc Noted.
· S1-010327: RFC 2778 - IETF

Discussion: This document is provided for information because it has been used to elaborate the TS.

Some of the definitions existing in RFC 2778 have been modified in the TS (for example “subscriber” has been replaced by “subscribed-watcher”). It was suggested to send a LS to the IETF to inform them about these changes, but the current definitions in the TS don’t seem to be stable enough to be sent to the IETF.

Presence Service requirements (22.141) - Revision of current draft

· S1-010330: 22.141 Subscription definition - Motorola

Discussion: This document proposes the introduction of the “watcher-subscription” notion in order to avoid potential confusions created by the use of “subscription” 

It was commented that “subscription” is not really confusing in this TS because it is always concerning a subscribed-watcher’s subscription, therefore this change was rejected.

Decision: Tdoc Noted.
· S1-010331: 22.141 Editorial Changes - Motorola

Discussion: This document proposed several editorial changes, most of which were incorporated within the TS. The proposal to replace “service components” by “service media components” was widely discussed, because its meaning was not clear for everyone. It was commented that 

· the information on service media component may be part of the user profile rather than of the presence information

· terminal capabilities and user’s preferences should be described as part of the presence information in the introduction.

This proposal was therefore rejected.

It was noted that the abstract representation of presence information should be updated.

Decision: Tdoc Agreed, changes incorporated in S1-010478.
· S1-010358: Enhancements to 22.141 - Siemens

Discussion: This document proposes mainly changes in the definition clause, and the addition of terminal capabilities as an example of elements contained in the presence information.

Some of the definitions were changed based on the propositions made in this document. It was agreed that definitions on “availability”, “status”, “identity” might need to be added to the TS in the future meetings. A new definition on “watcher information” was added to the TS.

It was rejected to add terminal capabilities as an example of content in the presence information. It was suggested to make contributions in order to show the potential use of terminal capabilities in services.

The requirement regarding the open interface needs some refinement to be more linked with the presence service, therefore it was rejected.

The requirement on transport independence was incorporated in the TS.

Decision: Tdoc Agreed, changes incorporated in S1-010478.
· S1-010416: Enhancements to 22.141 - Nokia

Discussion: The main proposals contained in this document are the following

· Changes in the definitions

· Comment that “polite blocking” is more an application issue than a real management issue

· Comments on the inclusion of location information within presence information

· Clause regarding privacy requirements, which should be elaborated by SA3

The changes in definitions were already covered by other documents.

The requirements on “polite blocking” have been removed from the TS.

The privacy clause has been incorporated in the privacy clause within the TS and has been amended during the meeting.

Decision: Tdoc Agreed, changes incorporated in S1-010478.
· S1-010476: Introductory presence service examples - Motorola

Discussion: This contribution proposes to include PS and CS services as examples in the introduction, which is currently only presenting IMS services. During the presentation of this contribution, there seemed to be consensus about the principle of this proposal, but this document has not been discussed in more details.

Decision: Tdoc postponed for next meeting.

· S1-010474: Enhancements to 22.141 – Comverse
Discussion: The main proposed enhancements are


- The introduction of a definition for “reachability”


- The addition of a status “line-busy” in the list of status examples


- To make the support of location within the presence information optional

The “reachability” definition was not taken into account, because this terminology is not used in the current TS. A future contribution with definition and more detailed information is requested. 

Other proposed changes have not been discussed.

Decision: Tdoc postponed for next meeting.
· S1-010458: Further additions and improvements on 3G TS 22.141 - Openwave
Discussion: This document proposes to replace “presence service” by “presence feature”, to modify the definition clauses, and to improve different requirements.

Decision: Tdoc postponed for next meeting.
· S1-010459: Further additions and improvements on 3G TS 22.141 regarding provisioning - Openwave
Discussion: This document proposes the introduction of a new clause on service provisioning.

Decision: Tdoc postponed for next meeting.
Presence Service requirements (22.141) - Revision of current draft - Trust, privacy, security

· S1-010456: Privacy, Trust and Availability – Openwave
Discussion: .The main conclusions of this document are that privacy should be handled by SA3 and that “availability” is out of the scope of standardization.

Decision: Tdoc Noted.
· S1-010472: Privacy, Trust and Availability – ETSI STF 180
Discussion: This document is a response to Tdoc S1-010456 (previously S1-010368). It mainly says that requirements on privacy should be included in TS 22.141 (and could be removed if an other group (SA3) is in charge of them) and that availability should be handled within the presence work in 3GPP.

It was commented that even if availability is an important notion, it may have different meanings and should not be defined at this stage.

Decision: Tdoc Noted. This document was updated by S1-010532 in order to correct the references to Tdoc S1-0386. S1-010532 was noted.
· S1-010321: Suggested changes to 22.141 and more on the issue of “Trust” - ETSI STF 180
Decision: Tdoc Noted.
· S1-010457: Further additions 3G TS 22.141 v0.1.0 (2001-0x)  (Presence) regarding Privacy and Security - Openwave
Discussion: This document proposes new definitions and clauses on privacy and security.

Some of the definitions have been modified according to this contribution. A “possessor” definition was included in the TS. 

The clause on privacy was incorporated in the TS as a starting point and was updated during the meeting

The security clause was not accepted because of lack of consensus on the authentication requirements.

Decision: Tdoc Agreed, changes incorporated in S1-010478.
