Overall Description

The following excerpt is taken from 3GPP TS 22.127 subclause 12.2.4 (Charging functions):

general Account Operations

These operations provide access to sensitive data. They shall be restricted to client applications that had been granted additional privileges via suitable means.

· The OSA application shall be able to retrieve a transaction history of a subscriber’s account

· The OSA application shall be able to check a subscriber’s current account balance.

CN5 is of the opinion that the term “transaction history” needs to be clarified in the above sentence.  
For example, transaction history could mean call detail records as in the following excerpt from the same subclause of 22.127:

send charging data (this data is included in a "free format" field in the network generated Call Detail Records. 
It may contain information like a application generated Call Id, used by the application to relate application 
generated charging information to the network generated charging information);
Do call detail records constitute the transaction history as described in the first excerpt above? 

CN5 suggest that the definition of transaction history be added to subclause 3.1 (Definitions and abbreviations) of 3GPP TS 22.127 or that the wording of the sentence in general Account Operations subheading of subclause 12.2.4 be clarified.
