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Introduction

This contribution suggests some minor changes to TS 22.141.

· The definition of presence information is modified to keep informative model decisions out of the requirements text.

· General requirements to interwork with IETF specifications extended to include specifications from any standards body that has an official liaison with 3GPP.

· Availability replaced by reachability in the management requirement to differentiate it from the use of the word availability in other contexts.

General requirements

The following general requirements for the presence service shall be supported:-

a)
Presence information

Presence information for presentities shall be  made available in a standardised format to enable interoperability.  

The standardised presence information format:

i)
shall be able to interwork with IETF specified presence information formats (e.g. RFC 2778 [3], RFC 2779 [4] and CPIM [5]) and any other formats from standards bodies that have an official liaison with 3GPP.
5.4 Management requirements

d)
User reachability and mobility

The presence service shall continue to be supported if the environment into which the user has moved supports presence service.  The presence service shall take into account changes in the reachability of users (e.g. the user is out of contact or not reachable, despite having activated his presence) or his mobility (e.g. wherever he may be in his home environment or in a visited network).
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
