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Introduction

SA1 would like to bring to the attention of the IETF the work being carried out by SA1 in defining the requirements for a 3GPP-specific Presence Service. In particular SA1 would like to describe the SA1 work being carried out to define a minimum number of markups and formats in order to ensure interoperability between different 3GPP operators supporting the Presence Service.

History/Background

This minimum number of markups and formats is specific to the Presence Service as defined by 3GPP, but does not preclude any markups defined by the IETF, in order that the 3GPP Presence Service can inter-operate with the Presence Service as defined by the IETF.  Currently, 3GPP is in the process of defining its minimum number of markups and formats.

Current Understanding

The current understanding of SA1 is that the IETF have not finalised work on a minimum number of markups and formats in order to allow an interoperable Presence Service.  SA1 would like to request the IETF to provide information as to the markups considered as the minimum number of markups and formats.  Additionally, SA1 seeks feedback on why the communication address is an optional markup in the presence information.

SA1 attaches the current draft of its Presence Service specification TS22.141 for information.
SA1 looks forward to receiving feedback on the above issues, and working with the IETF in future.
