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The included “Multimedia group call” and the ”Mobile interactive TV service” are intended as realistic service examples, which use specific entities of the networks (e.g. conferencing and broadcast technology) which none of the other examples make use of. Therefore we propose to include the service examples in TR22.941 as chapter 8.19 and 8.20.

8.19 Multimedia group call, multimedia broadcast call

8.19.1 Example motivation:

8.19.1.1 Service description:

This service is an improvement of the already existing voice group call, voice broadcast call services in the GSM world. The mobile operator would offer it. With this service multimedia information could be broadcasted from a central point, a server, to a professional group  (policemen, firemen) or exchanged between the members of the group. Application of such a service could be the transmission of the picture of a suspected person to security forces, and following exchange of information between police agents, or sending of traffic information to a transport company personal.

8.19.1.2 Monetary flow:

The professional group is charged from the mobile operator.

8.19.1.3 Relation to IMS:

The IMS enables the transmission of voice enhanced video information to the professional group.

8.19.2 Running the multimedia group call:

8.19.2.1 Description:

During the call, some end users can receive and send multimedia information between each other or from/to a fixed server. Some others may just be able to receive the information. 

8.19.2.2 Requirements:

Requires the possibility to build up a multimedia conference between mobile UMTS subscribers or between UMTS subscribers and a server. Requires also the multicast functionality, to subscribers, which cannot take part actively to the conference.

8.20 Mobile interactive TV

8.20.1 Example motivation:

8.20.1.1 Service description:

With this service the end user should be able to watch a television (video + voice information) program with his handset and take part to live debates, forums. This programs can be for entertainment or educative. 

8.20.1.2 Monetary flow:

The mobile internet TV provider is charged by the mobile network operator. The revenues from the TV internet provider come either from advertisements or end user subscriptions.

8.20.1.3 Relation to IMS:

With the IMS the TV multimedia information can be sent to a large number of end users, with the multicast functionality. The end users can take part to live forum or debates thanks to the multimedia conferencing functionality of the IMS.

8.20.2 Switching on an interactive TV program:

8.20.2.1 Description:

On his handset the end user can select a TV Program, and receive the content of the show, the debate etc…

8.20.2.2 Requirements:

It must be possible to send real time voice and video information to a large number of people simultaneously, multicast.

8.20.3 End user actions:

8.20.3.1 Description:

From this handset the end user can send some information, which influences the TV program. For example if the TV program is filmed with different cameras, the television viewer could choose from which camera he wants to see the event. He could take part to a poll during a TV talk show, select charts. Other types of example concern the possible actions that the end user could do if he takes part in an e-learning session. If we assume that the session consist in an expert, a teacher making a presentation, the viewer should be able to send questions in the form of e-mail, or be able to send a notification that he wants to put a question, and be seen and heard by the other e-learning session attendants.

8.20.3.2 Requirements:

Every end user can send information like to the network, which can be treated in real time. This information can be either redistributed to other end users or forwarded to the TV program provider.  
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
