We would suggest that a teleconference be set-up, in the July time frame. The teleconference would have the aim of agreeing the terms of reference of the ad-hoc group, establishing a work-plan and agreeing dates of any further teleconference/meetings. Draft TS 32.140 v013 is attached for consideration.

This contribution proposes the Work Item on a Generic User Profile.
The question was raised, should a new specification be developed, or should the existing VHE specifications be used with enhancements? It was expressed that the User Profile may extend beyond the VHE, and be offered without VHE.  However support also existed for using the existing VHE specification to reduce the work effort. Consolidation of this work effort into VHE would also involve a considerable work effort. It was the opinion of the group that it would be acceptable to modify the existing VHE WID instead of creating a new WID specifically for User Profile.  Agreement was reached to develop a separate WID for a Generic User Profile. The proposed was developed by the adhoc group and provided in tdoc S1-010828 (agreed).

The group felt an SA1 Generic User Profile adhoc may be needed to progress Stage 1 development, but this should not be pursued until the WID is approved at the next SA plenary.
